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Georgian Literature in the Age of Transition

Yuri Lotman distinguishes between binary and ternary models of
culture, the former being peculiar to Russia and the latter — to the West.
We are trying to define how this theory can be applied to the analysis of
Georgian literary processes of 1990s. We conclude that cultural model of
Georgia is binary as far as Georgia (like majority of post-soviet countries)
almost destroyed its legacy — soviet culture, social realism of the Soviet
Georgia; but we can assume that Georgia managed to return to its roots —
back to 1910s - that was forcefully cut by Soviet regime.

Key words: postmodernism, avant-garde, Georgian literature

“The binary system equates evolution with explosions.. In western
type civilizations, explosion only partially ruptures the layers of culture.
Even where the rupture is significant, however, the historical connection
is not broken. In binary structures, moments of explosion rupture the
continuous chain of events, unavoidably leading not only to deep crises
but also to radical renewals,” — Yuri Lotman, the Soviet cultural historian
of Estonian descent said in his work “Culture and Explosion”. (Lotman
2009: 169) He described two models of evolution: “binary” and “ternary”
systems. He distinguishes between binary and ternary models of culture,
the former being peculiar to Russia and the latter — to the West. In the
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ternary system, even the most powerful explosion does not shake the
deepest layers of culture. For example, the French Revolution, despite all
its radicalism, did not disrupt the day-to-day functioning of theaters and
restaurants; conversely, during the Russian Revolution “corrupt bourgeois
culture” was washed away. Similarly, even as the downfall of the
Napoleonic Empire represented the explosion of a political structure, the
landownership laws established during the revolutionary period would be
preserved. This would have been impossible in Russian society, where an
explosion requires the destruction of all spheres and structures.

At the end of his book, Lotman concludes: “The radical change in
relations between Eastern and Western Europe, which is taking place
before our very eyes may, perhaps, provide us with the opportunity to pass
into a ternary, Pan-European system and to forego the ideal of destroying
“the old world to its very foundations, and then” constructing a new one
on its ruins. To overlook this possibility would be a historical catastrophe”
(Lotman 2009: 174).

Now let’s discuss processes in Georgian literature of 1990s, having in
mind Yuri Lotman’s theory.

The signs of striving towards the western culture was detectable long
before the collapse of the Soviet Union. From the end of the 1980s (if
not earlier), Georgian literature is trying to restore its broken ties with
European culture and values and confronts the tendencies penetrated with
quasi-patriotic pathos of the Soviet period. According to Bela Tsipuria, a
Georgian scholar of modernist and postmodernist literature, “It is logical
that, by the end of the USSR and in the post-Soviet period, when given
again an opportunity for free cultural development, Georgian culture
tried to synchronize with the contemporary Western cultural experience,
reinforcing interest in European modernism, and postmodernism,
regaining the experience of Georgian Modernism, and continuing the
tendencies from Georgian Alternative Culture. As a result, Georgian
Alternative Culture became the basis of the development of the dominant
cultural area of the Georgian postmodernist cultural tendency in the post-
Soviet period” (Tsipuria 2016: 518). First success of the 1990s authors is
connected to the transition period, the period marked with the end of the
Soviet Union and restoration of independence in Georgia. These authors
like their predecessors in 1910s and 1920s, tried to combine Eastern and
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Western in their works (“I put the rose of Hafez in Prudhomme’s vase /
I plant Baudelaire’s flowers of evil in Besiki’s garden,” — Titsian Tabidze,
a symbolist poet wrote in his poem thus underlining necessity of this
combination of attitudes in Georgian culture).

Again, we should recall Yuri Lotman’s another expression: “It is no
accident that, as a rule, the memory of a contemporary man records
precisely disasters. In this sense, a disaster can be defined as “an explosion
seen with the eyes of a contemporary man” (Lotman 2009: 10).

In Georgia we already have an evidence of this kind of disastrous
moment. Galaktion Tabidze, one of the most important representatives of
Georgian modernist poetry, wrote: “When Ilia was killed at Tsitsamuri, / a
great era ended”. This disastrous fact heralds the end to an old era and the
beginning of another era, the end of Realistic movement and beginning of
Modernism. In this sense, murder of Ilia Chavchavadze — famous Georgian
poet, writer, political figure and one of the founding fathers of modern
Georgia, heralds a moment of transition in history. Grigol Robakidze, a
theoretician of Georgian symbolism, said: “A Georgian killed the powerful
knight of Georgia and, taking a look at his bloodstained hand, the murderer
saw the face of Georgia. The Georgian came to feel Georgia and it is from
this feeling that Georgian renaissance is to emerge”.

Three events in recent history of Georgia could be linked to a certain
type of disastrous moment, marking the end of the old and beginning of
the new era. All of them happened at the end of the 20® century.

1. On April 14, 1978, a huge demonstration was organized in Thbilisi
in favor of Georgian as a state language against the will of the Soviet
government to promote the Russian language. The Georgian people
celebrated the first big political success on that day. According to Irma
Ratiani, a Georgian literary theorist, “If we try to look for the beginning
of the destruction of the Georgian literary discourse of the Soviet period,
we shall of course pinpoint 14 April, 1978. That was a most eventful
day in Georgian history from many points of view, including that of
transformation of Georgian literary discourse. However, the end of the
Soviet dictatorship was affected in 1991 and Georgian literature, as well

as the political life itself continued to exist under a new status” (Ratiani
2018:).
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2. April 9, 1989. referred to as Tbilisi Massacre, Tbilisi tragedy. On this
date in 1989 an anti-Soviet peaceful demonstration demanding secession
from the Soviet Union was violently dispersed by the Russian Army using
tanks and guns on the main, Rustaveli Avenue, in the center of Thbilisi,
resulting in 21 deaths.

3. A tragic event in 1983 (controversial issue still today), when seven
young people hijacked an airplane trying to escape from the Soviet Union.
They were imprisoned, and a year later they were secretly executed. For a
long time, nobody knew whether they were dead or alive.

Actually, these traumatic, or tragic historical events could be marked
as the beginning of literature of the new generation.

The latter incident had a great influence on many Georgian writers
(Irakli Charkviani, Dato Turashvili, Nestan Nene Kvinikadze, etc). Irakli
Charkviani, a very influential musician and writer of the period, who chose
the nickname “Mepe” (the King) for himself, dedicated his novel “Silent
Swim” to his childhood friend Gega Kobakhidze — a young actor, who was
among the hijackers and was later executed. The novel “Silent Swim” is a
historical chronicle of the Soviet era, and at the same time, imagination,
fiction and reality are intertwined with each other. “Silent Swim” tells the
story of two main characters — the king Irakli and Rumi, a Sufi poet from
the Middle Ages and their lives are shown on a parallel track. They are
each other’s Alter Egos. Their fates seem to be intertwined. One of them is
a constructive principle, the other — destructive principle. Time and Space
in the novel is binary — everything happens in two dimensions — material
and immaterial. Here we have the first complete instance of Dystopian
world in Georgian literature. In immaterial world a life is controlled by
evil powers and everybody here lives for 44 years. Suicide and murder are
encouraged, because material world is temporal and eternity starts from
transition to another dimension.

1918 and 1991 —these two dates are connected politically, mentally and
culturally — transformation, reconstruction of the past, acceptance of the
cultural heritage. In this case, reconstruction is connected to Avant-garde
movements of Georgian literature, forcefully suppressed back in 1930s. In
fact, Georgian postmodernism began like Georgian modernism. They both
were synthetic —i.e. Georgian Symbolism was synthesis of Symbolism and
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Futurism. Georgian post-modernism started as continuation of avant-
garde movements forcefully suppressed back in 1930s.

It is well known that Modernism had various manifestations in various
countries. It is widely supposed that “modernist trends emerged in the
Western word in the following sequence: Symbolism > expressionism >
futurism >dadaism. The situation proved to be different in Georgia in this
regard” (Paichadze 2018:). Georgian symbolist school was ‘The literary
corporation of the Blue Horns’. It can be said that Dada trends emerged
within the frames of symbolism. Dadaist texts can be seen in symbolist
poets’ works. As for the Futurism, in the Manifesto of Symbolism of
Georgian poets, one can easily identify Futuristic trends. So it can be said
that avat-garde and symbolism co-exhisted in Georgian literary milieu
(as if Georgian modernism tried to encompass all modernist trends like
an accelerated action plan; similarly, in 1990s Georgian authors tried to
understand avant-garde, or the whole meaning of modernist movement).

So we can single out some tendencies: revival of avant-garde aesthetic;
re-enactment of avant-garde; “enlightenment” of readers with the
information about avant-garde and modernist artists and writers; the
death of the author (Zaza Burchuladze, Aka Morchiladze), deconstructing
old value system (Dato Barbakadze, Irakli Charkviani).

Even the word “avant-garde” appeared in the title of the very important
event of the 1990s Georgia: Assembly of Avant-garde Fashion.

In Georgia 1990s started with civil war. However, along with
independence obtained by Georgia, an interest towards western culture
increased significantly. Despite a total political and economic crisis,
cultural life revived. Grey and sad Tbilisi streets were almost devastated,
but interest for alternative art was more and more intense. Poets,
photographers and artists presented their performances. In the streets
or grocery stores poets recited their poems, often of social and political
importance. They were inspired by European Avant-garde or American
beatnik poets. It seemed that Georgian artists and writers tried to take a
direction characteristic to the pre-Soviet culture.
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“Enlightenment” of readers with the information about avant-
garde and modernist artists and writers

It is worth to mention literary journals published by Dato Barbakadze,
a Georgian poet, produced according to ‘samizdat’ (self-publishing)
method, where along with contemporary Georgian poetry, reader could
find poems and manifestos of the European Avant-garde movements from
1900s as well as first translation of modernist authors.

Re-enactment of avant-garde

In 1993 an interesting performance was held when Zurab Rtveliashvili,
contemporary Georgian poet, was elected King-president of Georgian
Dada by majority of Georgian poets and artists. And the poet dedicated
his victory to Grigol Tsetskhladze, a poet, who was a representative of
Georgian Avant-garde in the beginning of 1900s until in the beginning of
1930s experimental artistic movements were banned by Stalin.

Revival of avant-garde aesthetic

Musician and writer Irakli Charkviani, who co-founded a poetic order
named “The Jet-Engine Club” with the poet Kote Kubaneishvili, along
with literary activity, flavored Georgian music with European ingredients
and created Georgian Rock’n’Roll, wrote a poem “Dada Lullaby”. David
Chikhladze, a poet, who founded Margo Korableva’s Performance Theatre,
wrote several Dada and futuristic poems, not to mention his avant-garde
performances.

The death of the author

One of the first novels of Aka Morchiladze, the bestselling Geor-
gian author, “Dogs of Paliashvili Street” was the instance of polypho-
nic novel, while “A Trip to Karabakh” — another novel — was dealing
with contemporary social and political issues. Zaza Burchuladze, a con-
troversial Georgian author wrote novels: “Gospel According to Don-
key” — representing a fictional evidence of Mikhail Bakhtin’s theory of
Carnival, and “Mineral Jazz” — interpretation/illustration of theories of
Roland Barthes, or Bakhtin, a masterful combination of Italo Calvino and
Federico Fellini.
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Deconstructing old value system

Irakli Charkviani’s poetry, which was completely free of bombast,
would often find way to his own song lyrics; because of their simplicity,
experimentation, and protest against actual reality and also reference
to western values, his poems were of revolutionary importance and in
them tragic elements and irony coexisted. The phrase — “forgetful ostrich
of my past” metaphorically hints to the painful process of forgetting the
past and accepting the change in the period of transition (“GOELRO”). In
the same Soviet environment, where old values are collapsed, a neologism
‘My Jesusness’ refers to the search for solid foundation and is equal to
Kant’s famous expression: “Two things fill the mind with ever-increasing
wonder and awe.. the starry heavens above me and the moral law within
me”; while another poem deals with apocalyptic vision of the transition
period and the following poetic image: ,Crucify crosses!“ (‘Race’), which
obviously echoes civil conflicts of the period; and final lines of the poem
become optimistic response from Nietzschean ‘eternal recurrence’ theory:
“Spring will come!“ (‘Race’).

Scandalous behavior/writing (Michel Foucault)

One of the most scandalous texts of the period was a small piece of
prose “The Passions of the Martyrs” by Dato Barbakadze. What made “The
Passions of the Martyrs” scandalous? Written in the language and style of
Georgian hagiographic literature, it proceeded to destroy the system of
values that was deemed traditional and cherished by public figures, who
had not rid themselves of the Soviet mentality. The text was based on the
author’s extensive knowledge of contemporary thought and philosophy
and his concept of the colonial mentality of Georgians, and its explicit
purpose was to annoy those Soviet-minded public figures. Barbakadze’s
narrative simply provided evidence of his theory, illustrating that in the
mentality of the Georgian people, sex and love-making are associated
with captivity and abuse. He makes frequent use of the Georgian f* word,
although the Georgian word has a more negative connotation in certain
contexts and it was defined by Sulkhan Saba Orbeliani, a famous Georgian
writer of 18" Century as “the sexual abuse of women by men”. This is how
Georgian society began to bud farewell to the outdated, false values of
morality in Post-Soviet Georgia.
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‘What kind of people were authors of the transition period?

Actually, Georgian writers of the transition period could be compared
with Generation X, the generation for whom personal freedom and
human rights were of utmost importance. They decided to remedy the
injustices of life. People who were born in this period — from 1960s to
1980s - were named ‘Gagarin Generation’ by Irakli Charkviani — in honor
of Yuri Gagarin, the first Soviet astronaut. Thus, “sailing down the current,
or against it” — frequently used metaphor by Irakli Charkviani, - is an
expression of individualistic epoch; of the people who dared to confront
their fate and change their destiny.

As a conclusion, it can be said that cultural model of Georgia is binary
as far as Georgia (like majority of post-soviet countries) almost destroyed
its legacy — soviet culture, social realism of the Soviet Georgia; but also we
can assume that Georgia managed to return to its roots — back to 1910s -
that was forcefully cut by Soviet regime. This is a question that should be
resolved.
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Loving Books at the End of the Millennium

My current book manuscript explores a contemporary cultural phe-
nomenon and aesthetic practice that I call ,bookishness, wherein, in the
moment of the book’s foretold obsolescence due to digital technologies,
we see the proliferation of creative acts that fetishize the book. From cell-
phone covers crafted to look like books to decorative pillows printed with
beloved book covers, furniture made out of old books to earrings, rings,
and necklaces comprised of miniature books, from store windows that use
old books as props to altered book sculptures exhibited in prestigious col-
lections to novels about books as objects, books are everywhere. They are
things to love, own, and fetishize... not just to read. Bookishness is about
loving books in the digital age, but its formative years are the period of
this conference’s focus: 1980s-90s.

The emergence of the Web, changes in book publishing, political
events and literary discourse propelled anxieties about literature (what
Kathleen Fitzpatrick calls ,the anxiety of obsolescence®) and the medium
associated with it: the book. ,Every generation rewrites the book’s epi-
taph; all that changes is the whodunit®, Leah Price reminds us. Yet, the
particular epitaph that emerged in the 1990s, with the emergence of digi-
tal technoculture, laid the foundation for twenty-first century concerns
about books, literature, and literariness—and its expression in bookishness.

In this talk, I trace bookishness back to this cultural, literary, and dis-
cursive period to understand the historical cornerstone that set the foun-
dation for loving books at the end of the millennium.

Key words: Bookishness, Fetishize the book, Book in digital era.

Manuscripts chained to lecterns in medieval monasteries symbolized
political control and served and as means of enforcing it. For the first few
centuries after the invention of the printing press, books remained expen-
sive and designators of class and privilege. Libraries were precious and
private, and thus centers of political communities and power. Books have
been used to symbolize social status and political identity. Books have
also, of course, been used to censor, to shame, and condemn. Books are as
much media of colonization and oppression as they are tools for liberation
and enlightenment. The history of the book is long and complex, and for
the purposes of this article, I rely on book history to make the following
point: the book is not a neutral object, symbol, or medium. It has been
made to serve diverse political purposes and predilections, and that is why
discourse about books — about loving them and lamenting their demise —is
also always political.

Rhetoric about the death of books proliferated in the 1980s and 1990s,
the period surveyed by this conference. Such rhetoric, such language and
its usage, was not just about media obsolescence. It was always--and re-
mains always — also about something “supplemental” (to invoke Derrida),
something social, economic, and certainly political.

For the last decade I have traced the emergence of a cultural phenome-
non and aesthetic practice that I call “bookishness,” which is about loving
books in a moment when we no longer need them. We have computers,
the cloud, e-readers, etc. as media for reading, writing, and archiving. Yet,
in the moment of the book’s foretold obsolescence due to digital tech-
nologies, we see something strange and perhaps even paradoxical, but cer-
tainly poetic: the proliferation of creative acts that fetishize the book as
object and artifact.

From cell-phone covers crafted to look like books, to decorative pil-
lows printed with beloved book covers, furniture made out of old books to
earrings, rings, and necklaces comprised of miniature codices, from store
windows that use old books as props to altered book sculptures exhibited
in prestigious collections to novels about books, books are really every-
where. They are things to love, own, post to social media, and otherwise
fetishize... not just things to read.

The word “bookishness” comes from “bookish,” and the word “book-
ish” describes an identity founded upon a nearness to books. In its most
common parlance, the adjective “bookish” describes a person who reads a
lot and derives an identity from this relationship to books. But that is not
how it means when coupled with “ish” and “ness.” The first listing of “ish”
in the Oxford English Dictionary states that it derives from Old English,
wherein “ish” served chiefly to form adjectives from national names: Brit-
ish, English, Scottish. So, “ishess” is about identification, even national-
ism. It is about subject formation through relationality, about locating and
identifying subjects in contexts. The descriptor “bookish” suggests that
objects rub off on us. They affect us and impact us. “Bookishness” is about
the identity we extract from our nearness and attachment to books, par-
ticularly in our contemporary age. It is about the “ishness.”

For centuries, the word “bookish” has registered Enlightenment ideals
about the liberal human subject — an individual in possession of himself, a
tabula rasa or white page open to education and social uplift via access to
books. Bookish is part of Western culture, identity, class formation, and,
politics. So, what happens when the book goes digital?

The transformation of the book into e-readers and downloadable
PDFs, scanned and searchable on Google Books, is not just an issue of
media change but also of cultural and epistemological shift. The ways in
which we read, learn, and know are changing along with the ways in
which we identify and express the value of knowledge and also who has
authority over it. Bookishness signals and facilitates these changes while
also providing a solution to a dilemma of contemporary literary culture:
how can we maintain nearness, attachment, and affiliation to books — and
to being bookish — in a digital age?
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Bookishness is a result of the digital, but its formative years were the
period of this conference’s focus: the 1980s-90s. That time period is one
of great political change and challenge. The call for papers for our confer-
ence identifies this time period as distinguished dues to the collapse of
the Soviet Union, the fall of the Berlin Wall, and the division of politi-
cal monoliths into autonomous states. It also identifies synchronous and
perhaps resulting literary aesthetics — postmodern poetics like fragmenta-
tion, non-linear hypertext, reflexive meta-fiction, and more. In addition,
it should be noted, this period was also a cornerstone for the emergence
of digital culture.

The 1980s-90s saw the popularization of computers, especially in the
United States. The Altair 8800 was dubbed “the first personal computer”
when it hit the market in 1975, and the first Apple appeared the follow-
ing year. But it was the Apple II in 1977 that really changed things. With
its color display and keyboard case, this computer was ready to run right
out of the box and is popularly known as the first “user-friendly personal
computer.” Then, the introduction of software and word processing soft-
ware in particular lead to the signal moment in 1980: the Commodore 64
with its affordable price-tag ($299) and user-friendly design. This bit of
media history should remind us that the 1980s were the period in which
computers entered homes (at least, again in the United States), and the rest
is not only history but importantly also forgotten history.

Digital history is hard to know because it happens so fast; the blitz-like
uptake of new technologies, practices, and social processes challenges the
study of the contemporary. Just think of the Internet. Most people were
introduced to the Internet in the 1990s with the emergence of the Web.
It is easy to forget what the Web was like before Web 2.0 before Google,
social networking, and the rest. Yet, in order to understand contemporary
bookishness we need to return to that pre-Y2K moment.

Back then the Web was different. It was text-based; it was also imag-
ined to be an open and utopian, a cyberspace for exploration and a realm
full of promise. Media scholar Wendy Chun reminds us: “the image of
the Internet has shifted radically from the mid to late 1990s, when it was
seen as ‘cyberspace,” an anonymous and empowering space of freedom in
which no one knew if you were a dog, to the mid to late 2010s, when the
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Internet was commonly conceived of as a space of total surveillance or as
a privatized space of social media“.’

The Web we know is rather new. Web 2.0 emerged around 2004 as
a participatory network and corporate marketplace. Its emergence con-
verged with the introduction of Google (taking off in 2000), Wikipedia
(2001), Facebook in 2004, Google Books (2005), Twitter in 2006, Insta-
gram in 2010. The social uptake of these technologies has been fast and
far-reaching. Today, the general acceptance of constantly-connected mo-
bile devices dramatically transforms our everyday lived experience; we
live in a culture of “always on.” The default option is “yes” and “accept,”
meaning that any sense of anonymity that once marked the early days of
the Web is now gone. We are in a different medial, historical, and cultural
moment than the 1980s and 1990s.

In this moment, we use the image of the book to express and alleviate
concerns about techno-cultural and socio-political change. That is why
bookishness is so important and so important to study. Consider how the
image and vocabulary of books serves digital use: the remediation of a
bookshelf on an Apple screen, the turning of a page on a digital tablet,
even the language of webpages where there are no pages, spines or codexi-
cal covers. These skeuomorphs facilitate our uptake of new media. They
also positioning the digital in a register aligned with books—those things
that we love, feel comfortable around, and that we have, frankly, forgot-
ten to consider as political objects. It is relevant and revealing, then, to
place in context the emergence of digitality with the contemporary love
of books and bookishness.

The years preceding the turn of the millennium witnessed dire con-
cerns about the death of book at the hands of the digital. These fears in-
cluded ontological, technological, and social concerns about shifting the
human record from physical books to digital databases. Such fears may
seem wild and far off now. We are two decades into the twenty-first
century, when people seem all too willing to trust their personal data to
the unseen but significantly-named “cloud” and to submit to corporate
privacy-setting policies in exchange for faster online service and sleeker

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apps. But Y2K, as the year 2000 was called, laid bare primal fears about the
transition to a digital culture.

These fears were grounded in questions of power and control. What
would happen to Wall Street and even to streetlights when the digital
clock transferred from 1999 to 20007 What would happen to other in-
frastructures of power? For example, when participatory culture allows
amateur writers and reviewers to gain followers online and corporate in-
fluence, what happens to traditional literary authority?

In 2019, we are no longer worried about the data blackout of a Y2K
clock, but we are still grappling with how digital culture challenges tradi-
tional modes of authority — from political revolutions supported by Twit-
ter to revolutions in the structures of literary production, distribution, re-
ception, and value. Yet, we can look back before 2000 to see the seeds this
change. In the 1980s-90s, the emergence of digital technologies coupled
with changes in book publishing, political events, and literary discourse
propelled what Kathleen Fitzpatrick has called “the anxiety of obsoles-
cence” — fears about the death of the book and the art form associated with
it: literature.

Rhetoric about the death of the book is not new. As literary scholar
and book historian Leah Price reminds us, “Every generation rewrites the
book’s epitaph; all that changes is the whodunit.” History shows that fears
about new media killing older ones says more about the changing social
contexts and power structures than about actual readers, books, or literary
practices. We fear changes in readership (i.e. who gets to read and who
reads what). We fear changes in literacy (i.e. what qualifications counts
as “literate”). We also fear changes in authority and authorial copyright,
and of course changes in the class boundaries and relationships mediated
through books (i.e. what counts as the canon?). All of these issues are en-
twined with books and their cultural image, and all propel rhetoric about
the death of the book. Anxieties about the death of the book thus express
concerns about the status quo.

Digital media have certainly changed the status quo. We have new au-
thorial voices accessed through new modalities of content production and
distribution. We have new markets and business models for the literary,

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and even new types literature and college courses to address them. In our
mobile, cloud-computing world, work and leisure are no longer separate.
So, if there is no designated leisure time, when exactly do we get to sit
down and read a novel? Even more transformative is the fact that our Web
2.0 world depends upon unpaid, often exploitable labor, such as review-
ing books for Amazon and other kinds of “playbor” — as theorists call the
gamification of culture.’

So, what do we do when faced with the feeling that we cannot es-
cape the world of always-on, networked, and constant crisis? We fetishize
the thing that has historically symbolized privacy, leisure, individualism,
knowledge, and power. We produce ways of curling up with books in
and through digital culture. Bookishness is an aesthetic and cultural re-
sponse to the contemporary condition of global capitalism, digitality, and
participatory culture. It operates through nostalgia-— that affect and aes-
thetic that Svetlana Boym argues “is not merely an individual sickness but
a symptom of our age, a historical emotion.”

The historical emotion exemplified by bookishness is not just about
literature or reading but about emergent changes to the institutions that
govern and mediate our relationships to all that books represent. Recog-
nizing how loving books at the turn of the millennium is both poetic and
political prompts us to asking a few big questions. What does recogniz-
ing bookishness teach us? What are the payoffs of focusing our attention
here — on bookishness? Let me offer three quick responses, tailored to the
practice of literary criticism.

First, bookishness reminds us that books are objects, artifacts, and me-
dia. They have histories of use and abuse, and these histories matter to
our understanding of the role of books in the present. For example, much
rhetoric about the death of the book at the turn of the millennium swirled
around the idea that digital technologies promote hyperlinked skimming
rather than deep attention.

One of the most famous of such laments was Sven Birkets’s The Guten-
berg Elegies: The Fate of Reading in the Electronic Age (1994). “My core

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fear is that we, as a culture, are becoming shallower,” Birkets writes.  Later
cultural pundits echoed this rhetoric of shallowness. In 2009 Nicolas Carr
famously wrote an article for The Atlantic that went viral, and was tell-
ingly titled “Is Google Making us Stupid?” In it, he writes: “Once I was a
scuba diver in the sea of words. Now I zip along the surface like a guy on
ajet ski.”” In both accounts, Birkets and Carr present digital media as pro-
moting the wrong kind of reading: not deep, linear, and immersive but in-
stead shallow, hyperlinked skimming. Hear the depth metaphors at work.
Associated with literary criticism since Freud, the depth-model of reading
understands good, serious reading to be an act of excavating subtexts and
hidden meaning. It is, following Fredric Jameson, a radical act of uncover-
ing the “political unconscious.” For both Birkets and Carr, computational
culture produces a shift from reading as deep diving to just skimming the
surface. The results, as our representative hand-wringers note, are bad.

Yet, there are problems with the rationale posited by Birkets and
Carr (and many others). First, they yoke the book medium to a partic-
ular method of use (i.e. to reading and specifically linear reading) and
also to a particular value (i.e. good and educational). However, scholars
of book history remind us that assumptions such as book=literature and
reading=good are ahistorical and ideological. Ted Striphas states, “In the
end, claims about the decline of books and book culture probably tells us
more about the gaps in book history that need filling or about popular
culture’s proclivities toward crisis discourse than it does about the health
of books in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries.””

This takes me to my second point about the payoff of studying book-
ishness:

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Recognizing that the book is a thing whose history matters, illumi-
nates the history of our love for these things. Such histories attachment
should be taken seriously by literary criticism.

In Loving Literature: A Cultural History, Deidre Lynch provides a his-
tory of that which seems ahistorical: loving literature. She shows that the
cultural experience of being bookish, developed in the eighteenth century
in the very moment when the term “literature” became a recognizable
field. An “affective economy” emerged, she argues, due to “a heightened
awareness of books as affective objects and book collecting as a practice
that could delimit a space of privacy.” In other words, the ability to pos-
sess and touch books propelled the cultural experience of being able to
love literature. Objects matter, as do feelings, and both are part of the
history of the literary. Affections and attachments are getting renewed
attention by literary scholars and theorists these days, in part due to the
work of American scholar Rita Felski who urges critics to adopt a stance
of attachment rather than detachment and objectivity. “What is needed,
in short, is a politics of relation rather than negation, of mediation rather
than co-option, of alliance and assembly rather than alienated critique.”

Bookishness promotes such practice and perspective because the ob-
jects involved in the contemporary literary sphere are not just words and
texts but also kitschy bookish things and the digital metatags and pro-
grammatic hyperlinks that enable your search engine to call them forth.
All are connected and attached. One cannot separate text from paratext in
the digital network, and this fact has significant implications for literary
studies.

When you type “Jane Austen” into Google, you might get a link to
places to purchase Pride and Prejudice, but you might also encounter leg-
gings or a duvet cover printed with text from the canonical novel. These
connections are newly programmed but are part of the history of books
and the literary. Austen scholar Janine Barchas reminds us that Austen
was used to sell soap in the nineteenth century.” In our online, digital

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culture, books and bookish stuff are connected conceptually and program-
matically, and these connections create connections amongst us humans.
Bookishness fosters bookish identities and communities even in the ab-
sence of real books.

Which takes me to a third and final point about the importance of
studying bookishness. We live in a networked world, and literary criti-
cism needs to adapt in order to analyze it. Literary scholars need to take
networks seriously as objects of study and methods of study. A focus on
bookishness demands both, and it supports rethinking our activities as lit-
erary scholars — what do we study, why, and how?

These questions are themselves political, as Sara Ahmed has shown.
In Queer Phenomenology, Ahmed argues that we only recognize those
objects to which we have been previously oriented — those for which we
have vocabulary, value, etc. “When we follow specific lines, some things
become reachable and others remain or even become out of reach.” For
literary critics, this means that we miss whole areas of study by following
only on certain lines of inquiry: say, on text, author, genre, etc. Bookish-
ness invites us to reorient ourselves within the networked field of digital
culture — to see connections and attachments between the diverse objects
that constitute the contemporary literary — from the avant-garde to abso-
lute kitsch. Bookishness also prompts us to reflexively consider our own
orientations — and the politics behind them. These are the positions, per-
spectives, and attachments that not only bind us to the literary but also
help to comprise it.

Loving books at the end of millennium is very serious indeed.

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Political Rerpssions on Bulgarian Literature in
the 1950’s-1980’s

The report presents the whole picture of political repressions on
literature after the establishment of the Communist regime in Bulgaria—on
September 9, 1944, by ideological mechanisms of prohibition or expulsion/
pressing of classical authors and works, periodicals, and whole intellectual
circles towards the periphery of cultural life. It outlines the dogmatic
norms of Socialist realism, imposed as an official artistic method, as well as
the severe existential and creative consequences in case of non-observance
of its ideological and aesthetic paradigms. The report presents the spiritual
resistance, but also the inevitable compromises made by Bulgarian poets
and writers in the dramatic conflict between the Communist regime and
the literature in the period under review. In this sense, the authority—
literature conflict comes to the fore, pushing the specific artistic issues to
the periphery of the cultural space and imposing the ideological stances of
Socialist realism as obligatory aesthetic paradigms.

Criticism plays an important role in the narrowing and defor-
ming of the literary field. Losing its identity, it becomes politically
institutionalized, turning into a censor that sanctions aesthetic pluralism
and creative freedom. This merging of ideology and literature gives
birth to the contrasting opposition between free literary criticism —
analytically rationalizing the artistic processes, on the one hand, and
criticism exercising authority over literature —controlling, sanctioning,
and dictatorially imposing an ideological discourse, on the other hand.

Of course, Socialist realism in the late 1980’s was not as dogmatic
and repressive as in the first decade of the Communist regime. These
transformations in artistic strategies, which are increasingly stepping
aside the ideological matrix, cause delayed public repentance or tacit
adjustments to the personal positions of Bulgarian artists. But throughout
the period, authors who dared to break the norms of the official artistic
method, or to renounce their own creative and existential choices in the
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1950’s, became targets of personal and creative repression. The report
will present precisely these complex and dramatic processes in Bulgarian
literature during this period.

Juozas Baltusis’s Novel ,,Sakmé apie Juza“ [Saga about Juza]:
an Archetypal Expression of the Nation’s Vitality

Juozas Baltusis (1909-1991), a well-known Lithuanian writer, political
and public figure, created dozens of prose and drama works, which were
translated into many languages of the world and have been awarded vari-
ous prizes. The novel Sakmé apie Juza [The Saga Of Juza] (1979) received
the LSSR State Prize in 1980 and the prestigious French prize in 1990. In
Lithuania, the Saga gained particular popularity as an original myth poem,
which erupted as an expression of the archetypal Lithuanian worldview,
became a secret sign of resistance. At that time, J. Baltusis reached the
peak in the political establishment: in 1980-1990, he was a member of the
Supreme Council of the Lithuanian SSR. At the beginning of the Sgjadis
the writer tried to be loyal (1988), but he did not understand the new po-
litical winds, turned towards the Moscow ideologists and he and his books
were rejected by society as of the traitor to the nation.
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After nearly three decades, it is worth to return to the analysis of the
writer’s proficiency, regardless of time policy or Soviet ideology. The
paper will analyse the mythopoetic archetypicality of the novel The Saga
Of Juza, which manifests with feelings of Lithuanian nature, the vitality
and richness of the lexis, melodiousness, traditional ethics, etc. The
work will be based on G. Druc¢kute, M. Jackeviius, A. ]uodyte'—Ziiiené,
V. Karbusicky, V. Kubilius, ]. Lubiené¢, D. Sakavi¢iate, M. Tamogaitis, S.
Valentas, W. Wolf, etc. works. The comparative methodology will be
used. The article concludes that ]. Baltusis’s The Saga Of Juza is not only a
manifestation of secret national resistance to Soviet ideology, but should
be regarded as a testamentary heritage of Lithuanian culture due to its
language beauty, richness, mythical archaic worldview and musicality,
and is considered to be the masterpiece of Lithuanian literature.

Key words: Lithuanian writer Juozas Baltusis, novel Sakmeé apie
Juza [The Saga Of Juza], ideology, mythopoetics, archetypal worldview,
language, musicality.

The life story of Juozas Baltusis: the divide of political duality and hu-
man drama. Since the beginning of the Soviet occupation in Lithuania,
after becoming a political figure and holding various important political
positions’ almost to the end of his life, Juozas Baltusis was one of the most
popular writers not only in the republic but also outside the borders in
the socialist countries and some Western states. The life story of Baltusis
is complicated, but there was always a marked divide between the adept
of communist ideology and the peculiar patriot of Lithuania, the cunning-

ness of the Lithuanian peasant, who exploited the power of Soviet occupa-
tion but also loved his native land and his people.

Baltusis’s life can be divided into three different stages. The first stage
was a post-war stage, when he was the party secretary of the Writers’
Union, waving and threatening with Siberia at party meetings to his col-
leagues who did not follow Zdanov’s instructions to literature. After Ka-
zys Boruta, a former creative teacher who encouraged him to work was
imprisoned after Baltusis’s accusations. He taking Boruta’s place was pur-
suing a political career in the Soviet governing bodies (Striogaité 2009).
There is evidence that the Lithuanian writer Kazys Jakubénas’s security
file included Baltusis’s testimony (1946) (Jakubénas 1950, according to his
brother Alfonsas, Kazys was killed by Soviet KGB agents in his apartment,
as per (Kuolys 2019). Baltusis had mastered obligatory Soviet jargon (ac-
cording to the documents of the writers’ union communist party, manda-
tory waving of the fists, but it seemed it was enough for him; at the same
time, it was like some type of firewall, a kind of defence, when the party’s
instructions are vigorously and loudly followed, but in reality, everything
ended just here meetings (see in Rasytojas pokario metais [Writers In The
Post-War Years], 1991).

Had Baltusis ever had the pricks of conscience about his behaviour
towards teacher Kazys Boruta? Perhaps in letters or diaries one could get a
hint, but on the other hand, he actually wrote the diaries, not for himself,
but his literary heritage, the creation of a myth about himself (accord-
ing to the ironic article by Imelda Vedrickaité “Sketches Of The Writer’s
Mausoleum In Juozas Baltusis’s Documentary Prose And Sakmeé Apie Juza
[The Saga Of Juza]” (Vedrickaité 2010).

During the Soviet era, the life of the top people of the nomenklatura
was supplied differently from the ordinary people. (In the special shops,
the wives of the ruling men freely bought mandarins, bananas, canned
peas, corn, and mayonnaise considered to the highly deficient without any
restrictions. <...> Such shopping in Vilnius was organised in a special shop
behind the restaurant Se$upé. The top people of the authorities also at-
tended a special tailor’s shop on Algirdas Street, a specialised hospital and
a retreat sanatorium). However, everyone also knew that the writer, as a

* Since the 8th decade, there was an opportunity to communicate more closely
with Baltusis’s wife, the famous Lithuanian actress Monika Mironaité. (Her uncle
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Chairman of the Soviet Committee for the Defense of Peace of Lithuanian
SSR, as a member of the Supreme Soviet, helped a lot to other people, and
everyone turned to him with problematic questions. On the other hand,
Baltusis secretly listened to the broadcasts of the radio Voice Of America,
possibly the radio Laisvé [Freedom]. For such offence, even in the 1970s
and 1980s, the Soviet authorities exiled people to the lager-camps.

During this, the second period and later, his literary evenings became
very popular. With his evening presentations, Baltusis travelled all over
Lithuania and was not afraid to criticise the authorities, certainly not di-
rectly, but instead through details. Nevertheless, the audience understood
the language of Aesop and appreciated his courage. The courage was to go
to America and write many positive things about the country in the book
In The Fathers’ And Brothers’ Footsteps, 1967, which became like a ray
of light and a balm of faith in Lithuania’s future freedom behind the Iron
Curtain, hopefully stroking the heart. Baltusis really enjoyed being popu-
lar and loved by people. The authorities liked him as well: in 1954, he was
proclaimed the Merited Worker of Arts of the Lithuanian SSR, in 1969, he
was announced as the People’s Writer of the LSSR, in 1976, an honorary
citizen of Anyks¢iai region (in 1990 this name was taken away), in 1977,
an honorary citizen of Kupiskis region, etc.

His books were also popular: the collection of short stories Kas dai-
non nesudéta [What Is Not In The Song], 1959, Valiusei reikia Alekso
[Valiusé Needs Aleksas], 1965. In 1966, the short story from the following
collection Ko nepasaké Laukys [What Laukys Did Not Say] was award-
ed the Zemaité Literary prize. In 1967, the travel essay of Tévy ir broliy
takais [In The Fathers’ And Brothers’ Footsteps] and in 1957-1969, the
collection of novels Parduotos vasaros [Sold Out Years], two volumes, was
published, reprinted in 1985. In 1957, Baltusis received the Lithuanian
SSR State Prize for this novel. In 1971, a collection of short stories called
Nezvyruotu vieskeliu [On The Non-Gravel Road], in 1973, memoirs Su
kuo valgyta druska [With What You Eat The Salt], two volumes. In 1976,

was a priest, a signatory of the Lithuanian Independence Act, a Prime Minister
(1938-1939), a chaplain of the Lithuanian Armed Forces, a political prisoner, and
her brother Ric¢ardas was a professional in Latin and ancient Indoeuropean lan-
guages, a translator). For us-the children, smoked sausages, hams, skilandis, peas
on their dinner table was like a mirage in front of our eyes.
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Juozas Baltusis created Sakmeé apie Juza [The Saga Of Juza] (1979, 1981,
1984 <...> 2007, in total seven editions) (further book is referred only in
English or just The Saga). In 1980, this novel was awarded the Lithuanian
State Prize for literature. When The Saga Of Juza was printed, it was read
as a monument to the beautiful Lithuanian language, as a text bearing the
mystery of mythopoetic Baltic sacrality. At that time, The Saga Of Juza
was perceived as a secret resistance to Soviet culture and ideology.

Many of his novels and short stories were translated into foreign
languages: Belarusian, Kazakh, Latvian, Moldavian, Russian, Ukrainian,
Tajik, Armenian, Estonian, English, Bulgarian, Hungarian, Spanish, Ger-
man, Polish, Czech, French. In France, according to literary scholar Jaraté
Sprindyté, The Saga Of Juza is praised for portraying an old ethnographic
village. The work depicts a village in France that has long since disap-
peared, and it is unique to the French (see Jackevic¢ius 2016). As Genovaité
Druckuté puts in, “So far, only a few novels by Lithuanian writers have
been translated into French’, one of them being Juozas Baltusis’s The Saga
Of Juza, which has had considerable publishing success. The first three
editions were completely sold out, the latest novel edition, reprinted
last year, is being well purchased too (The Saga Of Juza was reprinted in
France in 1993, 2003 and 2009). Knowing that the French are the nation,
which still reads a lot, the success of the Lithuanian writer is a surprising
phenomenon”. In 1990, the novel The Saga Of Juza, translated in French
was awarded the prestigious Prix du Meilleur Livre Etranger—the prize for
the best foreign author’s book of the year published in France (Druckuté
2010: 105). In 2008, the novel was presented at the Presentation Event of
the EU Countries in Strasbourg.

When Lithuania began its fight for independence during the Sajudis
years, J. Baltusis, a popular folk writer, unlike some other members of

the echelon of the communist nomenklatura, was never included in any
organisational structures more favourable to the Singing Revolution. J.
Baltusis very emotionally lived through his condemnation. At this time,
the third period of his life began. In his memoirs actor Laimonas Noreika

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describes his meeting with a writer: “Ah, the Sgjadis person, and I am
not; and when it came to signing a letter condemning Pasternak, I refused
it; here, of course, it is not a Sgjudis movement. And to stand against the
destruction of the cemetery-it is also not Sajudis, and the Vaizgantas bas-
reliefs restored on the Tumas-Vaizgantas bridge-it is not Sgjadis, and the
resistance of the secretaries’ of the Central Committee-it is not Sajuadis.
And my care about Jonas Jurasas: I attended his wedding at Ausros vartai
[The Gate of Dawn] and waived him when he left abroad when others
were afraid to come even closer-it is also not Sgjadis”, J. Baltusis fever-
ishly argues, almost screams (as cited in Tamog$aitis 2016: 15). (Later, in
1990 J. Baltusis wished all God’s help, no anger was felt towards them
(Jakseviciaté 2013: 233)). Apparently, it caused him great pain, he was
accustomed to being in the Olympus of the nomenklatura all along but at
the same time remained in his heart a patriot of Lithuania. The chairman
of the Lithuanian Writers’ Union Valentinas Sventickas considered that
“maybe it would have been different if Sajadis forces have turned to the
folk writer” (as cited in Jackevic¢ius 2016). Moreover, at the time of the
creation of the Sgjudis (the late 1990s), the writer was already of respect-
able age (about 80 years old) and was peasantly smart and cautious.
Journalist Rita Baltu$yte recalls: “Father had diverse moods-doubtful,
angry, happy, argumentative even with himself, and examined the politi-
cal situation in many ways. Sometimes he liked everything; other times he
was very critical. However, one thing I can say for sure-Lithuanian lan-
guage, Lithuanian nation and Lithuanian literature was very important. It
was unshakeable and undeniable to him”(Rupinskiené 2019). However,
after being invited by the Russian Broadcasting division of the Lithuanian
TV, Baltusis publicly stated that Lithuania is tied with the Russian na-
tion for centuries, did not support Lithuania’s independence and attacked
Sajudis. According to his wife, the actress Monika Mironaité, presenters
of the show have deceived him: in her words, one thing was to quibble
with each other, and the different thing was to speak to the listeners of
the Union (Tamosaitis 2016: 15), and Baltusis’s speech was passed on to
the Moscow radio and television where it had a wide response. The na-
tion regarded such writer’s action as a betrayal and could not forgive him:
the outraged people carried his books back to the libraries, piled them
ripped at the writer’s door, even burned them, and obscenely smeared the

entrance of his apartment with faeces, and Monica washed them off. J.
Baltusis was deprived of the title of Honorary Citizen of Anyks¢iai region,
Baltusis’s books, as well as the popular The Saga Of Juza, were deleted
from the school curriculum.

R. Baltugyté believes that the Lithuanian nation will never rehabili-
tate him “simply because he urged to protect every person of our nation,
respect the language, the writers” (as cited in Jackevi¢ius 2016). After vis-
iting the writer a few of days before his death, Vytautas Martinkus, the
chairman of the then Writers’ Union of that time, quoted his words: “I
love Lithuania, but I do not understand such sudden and hardly possible
independence” (ibid.). But on the last day of his life, according to Rita
Baltusyté, Juozas Baltu$is was happy: visiting French translator, Denise
Yoccoz-Neugnot brought a newspaper from France where “an author’s
photo featured on the front page, a great review and the news about an
honourable award was printed” (as cited from Jackevi¢ius 2016). Never-
theless, after the writer passed away, the Lithuanian Writers’ Union de-
cided to organise the funeral, although, among the people who wished to
contribute, there were the enemies of Lithuania’s independence as well
(from Jedinstvo movement). In the words of the Honourable Monsignor
Kazimieras Vasiliauskas, who walked with the writer on his last journey,
“J. Baltusis was a writer by the grace of God ”(ibid.). These words seem to
indicate God’s forgiveness for human misery and poverty.

Evaluation of the Soviet literature and The Saga Of Juza. In recent de-
cades, Lithuania has been the re-evaluation of the literary heritage of the
Soviet period. It analyses what criteria should be used when discussing the
Soviet literature, what works should remain in the literary canon, how
to evaluate talented artists who collaborated with the Soviet occupants
and what to do with their monuments. The perception of literature of
this period also depends on the age and experience of literary scholars:
usually the younger ones, armed with the post-colonial literary theory,
deconstruction, structuralism or other instruments of modern research,
perform vivisections of these works, schematically throwing on the writ-
ings a network of their own theoretical and methodological dispositions
(see Juodyte-ZiZiené 2002). They have never experienced the persecution
of the Soviet occupation and the labour camps, they often mock the writ-
ers of that period for their cautious adaptation to the actual circumstances,
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sometimes hear more strongly publicly uttered but coercively forced out
by Soviet ideology words, see the boundaries of socialist realism in the
work, which were mandatory to literature of that time, than in principle
understand its pathos, the right values and behaviour of the creator. In
such case, when the tragedy of the era and its silent resistive pulsation
are no longer felt, after pushing the life of the Lithuanian culture into
the deep mysteries, it is so easy to condemn, ironise, mock, stigmatise,
sitting in the chair of the omniscient Olympian judge, while forgetting
what it really meant to survive in Soviet times and to take care of the
Lithuanian word, Lithuanian culture, and secretly help people. Sometimes
the relevance of the literature of that period is simply questioned and as
Nerija Putinaité puts in “Today the literary section of J. Baltusis and his
contemporaries is simply non-actual and no longer interesting” (as cited
in Jackevic¢ius 2016). There are also representatives of the generation of
expatriate writers who have repeatedly called the remainers in Lithuania
as collaborators and sought not only for the expression of Lithuanian cul-
ture and love for Lithuania but for the theme of betrayal and saw only
that. (Correspondingly, they receive occasional feedback and are called
traitors themselves, irrespective of the circumstances why they left Lithu-
ania, claiming that the country remained Lithuanian only because of the
victims who suffered through of the Soviet occupation).

The older generation of literary scholars who survived the Soviet era
are not so arrogant; they try to look at works and their creators with a
keen eye. For example, Jaraté Sprindyté, recognising that Baltusis “was
definitely an official writer with the high position in the party” states:
“One thing is the writer’s attitude, his relation to the system, and the
other is his creative work. These things are mixed here. And needlessly.
Attitude and creation have to be described separately, works, in which
writers have transgressed historical truth, must be valued as such, and
works, in which writers have remained on the high, must remain in lit-
erary history and possibly should be read” (as cited in Jackevi¢ius 2016).
According to R. Baltusyté, “By the way, if it were not a success in France,
which is rarely publicly mentioned fact, he would have been even more
suppressed... At the end of life, the words of Mohamed came up that you
cannot be a prophet in your own country. Today he is no longer criticised
at all. He is simply non-existent as if he never lived.” This is how she
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spoke in 2016, 25 years after his death (Rupinskiené 2019). Valentinas
Sventickas, a literary scholar of senior generation and the chairman of the
Lithuanian Writers’ Union, defended Baltusis’s works: “What is important
here, it is what Baltusis has written. They must perceive him as a writer
and not expel him from our lives, from one of the brightest manifestations
of prose in literature. We do not have to throw the most talented works
of our literature into the trash because a person said or did something” (as
cited in Jackevicius 2016). In the words of the writer Vytautas Martinkus,
The Saga Of Juza is an existential work, in which the “golden nuggets of
literature” shine, and we are not “too rich to overlook them” (as cited in
Serelyté 2007).

In 2007, Juozas Baltusis’s The Saga Of Juza was published in the series
The Treasure House Of Lithuanian Literature: The 20th Century now is
read by young people, although it is not included in the school curricu-
lum. Renata Serelyté, the writer, commented on it: “The strange thing is
that now, in the times of the aggressive surplus of new books, you can read
the ’old’ book so vividly and in its own way. You realise with amazement
how ridiculous are all the templates applied to a talented piece of writing.
And in the case of The Saga, many of them are entirely crushed” (Serelyte
2007). Teachers-experts include the texts of The Saga in the textbooks,
specially designated for learning syntax.

The interplay of mythopoetics and archetypal musicality in The Saga
Of Juza. In the Bernardinai Internet portal, annotation of The Saga Of Juza
holds “a symbolic autobiography of J. Baltusis, written in the gorgeous and
rich dialect of the Aukstaiciai, with rich lexis carefully polished by the
quill of an experienced literary master” (Bernardinai 2007). According to
the literary critic V. Martinkus, “in any literary concept, The Saga Of Juza
is unique in its genre, the form of artistic expression, questions posed by
the characters to readers, the author’s experience, and the readers’ ability
to compare it with their personal experience” (ibid.). Writer R. Serelyté
believes that this novel expresses what is accumulated “in the depths of the
heart, what is heavy and pounding, what the surface cannot carry around”
(Serelyté 2007). So, according to the writer, as the title implies, The Saga
represents “an immersion into the chthonian Lithuanian character and
the various ideologies which must testify the adjustments to the Onew’
life simply revolve around as the intersecting spirals of time” (ibid.). The
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novel, with its depth of senses and feelings, the polyphonic consonance
of Christian and pagan mythical symbolism of the beginning of the world
creation and intersections of reality, with the language of rare beauty and
richness, sounds like an anthem to Lithuania, a testament to its ancient-
ness and eternity. Therefore, the analysis of the novel can be multifaceted,
presupposing extremely rich aspects of views: archetypal fabula dimen-
sion (myth of the eternal love), expression of national mentality, accords
of Christian and folkloric mythological culture, ethno-cultural traditions,
and infinitely rich Lithuanian language vocabulary, musical and rhythmic
language (by the way, Baltusis used to say words aloud when writing be-
cause of his poor hearing), the inner musicality of the text as an archetypal
model. In this article some of these aspects will reviewed.

The motto of the novel is a quote from a kupiskénai (Kupiskis region)
folk song, written in their dialect: Pamatycio ir pazindia, / Kas ataina
kialaliu... [I would see and recognise / Who is coming on this road...] (from
the merry kupiskénai songs). Its symbolism is multilayered: it is not only
a kupiskénai love song but also a sign of waiting and hope. The semantics
of the words pamatycio, pazincia, kas, ataina, kialalis [I would see, recog-
nise, who, is coming, road] are infinitely broad, both in folklore songs of
love and in the philosophical or theological discourse of interpretations of
eternity. The fact that a folk song has become the motto of the creation
demonstrates the author’s chosen style of speaking as a folk narrator. This
reference would presumably also determine the whole work as a love song
in the dimension of sacral dimension of eternity to Lithuania, its culture,
and the common man (Baltusis 1979: 5, further, the reference will be only
to the page numbers).

Fabula of the novel focuses on two parallel lines. The first line would
be that after Juza’s romantically beloved VinciGné marries to the other
man, he retreats to Kairabalé marsh and starts building a home on a hill,
works the land, plants the orchard, builds a path, and so on. Other line is
about the events in the left-behind village, in the family of brother Ado-
mas and sister Ursulé, the tragedy of Karusé, who had unhappily fallen in
love with Juza, the change of historical events (Soviet and fascist occupa-
tion, genocide and rescue of Lithuanians and Jews, the establishment of
collective farms). However, these events are far from the world of Juza:
distant from the reality of the village, entirely drowned in agro-culture,
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holding a sacred dimension, and being in contact with the villagers only
when he needs to sort out some farm, market, parish or church matters.
On the other hand, he helps those who come for help: Stonkiukas, the fas-
cist inclined son of his beloved Vincitang, the Jewish Koneliai family, and
Adomélis, the communist minded son of his brother, his beloved Akvileé,
and their fellows. As Vytautas Kubilius writes, the “figure of Juza, quite
conditioned by his patriarchalism, as if he repeated the primordial estab-
lishment of a Lithuanian farmer among the forests and rivers, his skill-
fulness, the hardening described in the writings of S. Daukantas, sacred
respect for the land, the bees (Juza buried dead bees like close beings),
his naive kindness, gentle and pure soul, his hidden depth of emotion,
(chill goes over Juza’s back when a beloved girl touches his cheek with
her palm), his wisdom inherited from his ancestors” (Kubilius 1991: 390).

At the same time, he was a small-talker (Juza’s favourite phrase was
‘long-drawn speeches’), frugal, scrooge as a peasant, and unsupportive of
his brother when he came to ask for money in a difficult time, allowing
Stonkiukas to drown in the bog when he asked to help to pass through
the secret underwater cobblestone path. Apparently, in both cases, it is a
subconscious revenge: to brother Adomas who, after their father’s death,
bought a golden watch for all his family money and bragged around in the
village, to Stonkiukas for Akvilé, killed by other fascist-minded fellows,
and other people killed because of him, including the Jewish Koneliai
family. In this case, Juza becomes like a decision-maker from the mytho-
logical lineages of the past who carries out justice.

The novel suffers from the implied ‘happiness’-a mandatory element
for the Soviet ideology when Juza raises calves in collective farm barns,
but like with hands tied at the back, like he had lost the authentic cha-
risma of recluse. (According to J. Sprindyteé, the writer rewrote the end
of the novel five times until it satisfied the Soviet ideological demands
(see Jackevicius 2016). Cursed by the beloved Vincitiné, as if a thread of
his life was broken, Juza knelt on the chest, stretching his hands “above
the white linen shirt” (p. 277) for eternal rest. Such he was found by his
brother Adomas (here it can be delved into both the semantics of the box
in Lithuanian ethno-culture and the sacred purpose of white linen shirt).

I will mention some of the symbols of Christian culture in the novel-
firstly there are biblical names: Adomas [Adam], Adomélis, Juza (Juozapas
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[Joseph]) (Does his hut building work not resemble the biblical St. Joseph,
the carpenter?), grandfather Jokiibas [Jacob], Vinciiné (Vincenta), Ursulé,
Karusé (Aukstaitian version of Karolina), village name Maldyniskeés (from
the word malda-prayer ), yes as well as commemoration of bells, hymns,
priests, and mass. The cross on the Kairabalé marsh hill built by grandfa-
ther Jokiibas was restored by Juza, who preserved the heritage of the pagan
sacred krivis [High Priest]-omniscient messenger; he was the only one in
the whole village to know the secret passage through the bog, the secret
underwater cobblestone path (kiilgrinda), which survived since the pagan
Lithuanian times. Next to that cross, the homesteads were built and the
land cultivated. And on the same hill under the cherries, the unearthed
remains of German and Russian soldiers from the First World War were
buried again and Karusé too, who in the bog pool drowned for her unfor-
tunate love to Juza. (In folklore culture, cherries are planted at the gates
of the orchard and mark the crossing of another world). The divine sign
of the Cross redeems the world, the whole and diverse, and the all world
finds the place beneath it, the whole and diverse. (Writing by communist
Baltusis about the Christian cross in Soviet times was an expression of a
secret resistance-oriented attitude, was not it?)

The names of the brothers Juza and Adomas are mentioned in the first
paragraphs of the work and the last two. This is a reflection on the biblical
myth and the lost paradise, evidenced by the very warm and benevolent
relationship between Adomas and his sister Ur$ulé, their generosity shar-
ing everything when Juza split off. The creation of the cultivated land in
the marsh, in the bog resembles the repetition of etiological Lithuanian
myths-sagas. The vocabulary is infinitely rich and varies in the repetitive
cycle of agriculture and the seasons as if traverses into a dimension of the
Pre-Indo-European agro-cultural subconsciousness, which has neither
the beginning of time nor the end.

Elements of mythopoetics—folkloric poetics are even related to Proto-
Indo-European language (PIE) and ancient Baltic mythology, according
to which gods and warriors live on the mountain, and the chthonic world
exists in the swamp often associated with the aggression of strangers and
enemies (Razauskas 2013, Vaitkevi¢iené 2007). In the Lithuanian mental-
ity, the semantics of the marsh carries the significance of archaic fertil-
ity of the mother nature, generosity (process of gathering of cranberries),
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nature’s inviolability, prosperity in various forms of life, and in the pro-
tection of man, especially fighting with enemies (there are many other
aspects in Lithuanian culture (see in Pelké lietuviy kultiroje [The Marsh
in Lithuanian Culture], ed. by Butkus, Stankuviené 2008). The mysterious
waters of the marsh take a form of bottomless bog pools, puddles, mires,
creek:

“Cia létai krutino samanas Pavirve, émusi pradZia juodose Kairabalés
provérose. Ta pati Pavirvé, mety metais matyta, pazjstama ir nelabai
pazjstama. Ne i$ karto suprasi, pasizitréjes, kurion pusén ji stumia surinkta
savo vandenj. Daug kur né i§ po samany neprasilauzia, §lamena gilumoj,
tiktai ties jy kalva lyg ir tikru upeliu pavirsta. Cia ir traskas karklai, ir
tamsraudoniai juodalksniai, sustoje pagretomis krantuose, ziri ir
neatsiziiri, kaip Pavirvé gurgena, gilesnj ir platesnj taka sau lauzia”

[Here, Pavirvé slowly stirred the moss, the creek, which got its start
in the black openings of Kairabalé; the same Pavirvé, which was seen and
known for years and yet not well understood. One will not immediate-
ly see in which direction it pushes the gathered water. In many places,
it even does not break out through the moss, rustles somewhere in the
depth, only at their hill, it turns into a real stream, where the crisp basket
willows and dark red black alder trees, standing along the shores, watch
and cannot have enough how Pavirvé ripples, breaks a deeper and wider
path for itself] (p. 25).

The sacred concept of kialgrinda—a hidden underwater cobblestone
road in the form of the secret path of salvation, as the preservation of life,
as well as the lively Pavirve creek, is connected with the mysticism of pa-
gan mysteries. Danguolé Sakaviciaté writes: “In folk art, especially in the
sagas, the marsh traditionally misleads people, entices them with supposed
treasures, and the marsh space is filled with threatening fun arriving from
the underworld; the marsh can be generous, only rarely anyone guesses
its overpass code, if one does, it almost always by accident”(Sakavic¢itté
2008: 155-156). Juza, who sees red alder in winter, remembers mythical
grandfather Jokiibas’s wisdom: if alder is red in winter, the great misery
(war) awaits.

The mythical saga is also created by distancing the main character
from the change of historical events and domesticity of rural realities. All
Juza’s works acquire the sacred dimension of the creation of the world,
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repeating the eternal cycle of nature; they are uplifted, happening on a
mysterious hill in a mythological swamp, and the time passes here unlike
in the parish of their native village. The encounter with the villagers is
marked by a sharp rhythm, short sentences, and a picturesque but some-
times rude countryside vocabulary, enriched by the imaginative expres-
sions of the village narrator:

“Tai $itaip buvo. [That’s how it was.]

O dabar, sustoje po kryzium ir pakéle akis aukstyn, suziuro abu broliai:
uzglaistymai nubire, stiklas seniai iSkrites, medinis Jézus, lietaus plautas,
Sal¢iy tratintas, saulés skeldétas, sédi nulitades... / Now, stopping under
the cross and lifting their eyes, both brothers glanced up: crumbled putty,
glass was long gone, wooden Jesus, washed by the rain, bitten by frost,
cracked from the Sun, sat so lonesome...

Ilgai tyléjo abu. Adomas ir Juza. [Both sank into silence for a long time.
Adomas and Juza.]

Teisybe, matyt, kalba Zmonés: Zzmogus ka daro, paskui jo vaikas dar
padaro, o aniikas — jau ne.

Nebesaugo antikai, ka palike seneliai. Net seneliy kapy nebelanko.
Neateina Véliniy naktj ar mirties metiniy dieng, neuzdega zvakés, géleles
nepadeda galukojy. Mire seneliai antikams nebereikalingi. [Apparently,
people speak the truth: a man does something, then his child does it, but
his grandchild does not. The grandchildren no longer protect what the
grandparents left behind. Even older people’s graves are not attended. No-
body comes on All Saints Day or the day of death anniversary, nobody
lights a candle or lays the flowers at the foot of the grave. Dead grandpar-
ents are no longer needed for grandchildren.]

Niekam jie nebereikalingi. Miré Zmogaus vaikai, ir nebeliko Zmogaus.
[Nobody needs them anymore. The children of the man died, and no man
was left.]

— Negerai, — pasakeé Juza. [‘It is not good,’ Juza said.]

— Negerai, — pasaké ir Adomas. ['Not good,” Adomas responded.]

— Zinia, negerai. [ 'Wrong, of course.’]

— Tik i§ kur laiko viskam sugriebsi?.. [‘Only where will you find the
time for everything?..’]

— Skalsu kalbos, Adomai. [‘Long-drawn talk, Adomas.’]
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Nieko neatsaké Juzai Adomas. Zengé abu toliau. Trauke avizy lauku,
$nidrais nurainavusiu iki migko. [Adomas said nothing to Juza. Both went
further. They went through a field of oats, snarling up to the forest.]

— Pats i§drosiu, — pasakeé Juza. [‘I will carve it myself,’ said Juza”] (p. 22).

The contrast between Juza’s reticence in the world of rural people,
short though picturesque language of other characters, exalts the infinite
richness of the natural world, its colourfulness, extraordinary vocabulary,
the expression of forms, the echoing of old, rare or unheard words, ex-
tending or created from the layers of the Pre-Indo-European subconscious
(Toporov 1967; Valentas 2007). As states Jaraté Lubiené, the following
lexemes used by J. Baltusis have never been recorded in the Corpus of Vy-
tautas Magnus University: brumgzti, brumzdenti, dumsteléti, dzvingteléti,
girgenti, kaukinéti, kerksteléti, korkti, kraksteléti, kvaksteléti, liurliuoti,
mannend, parpteléti, ploksteléti, siaudéti, skambalioti, tirtenti, umzgeéti,
urliuoti, zliugéti, zliurgti; Lithuanian vocabulary does not give entries to
words svimbti, umgzti (Lubiené 2004 ). The rhythm of the language in
The Saga is enchanting:

“Taip éjo abu. Taip ir j Siaudiniy kalva jkopé. O ¢ia pamateé: guli po
kojomis ji, Kairabalé.

[So both continued their walk. And so, they climbed on the Siaudiniai
hill. And here they saw: it was right under their feet, Kairabalé.]

Uzgurusi, uzaugusi gailiais ir uogienojais, uztreskinusi visus pakra$cius
nei gyvulio, nei Zmogaus nepraskiriamais $altek$nés, $auoto karklo ir alk-
snio briizgynais, atrodo, saugo ji liulancias savo platybes, nesibaigiancius
kimsynus, samanose ir $vendrynuose uzsislépusius, didZiausiy $alc¢iy
nesurakinamus akivarus. I§ bedugniy mauryny $en ir ten tino retos kalvy
kupros, apaugusios iSlakiom smalingom pusim, nepermusama kadugiy
juodybe. O kur ne kalvos, ne islakios pusys ir ne kadugiai, plynéjo ziema
vasarg ruduojanciy viksvy ir balty puplaiskiy lygumélés, nusidaigs¢iusios
puselém ir berzeliukais, taip uZskurdusiais ir nusiverkusiais, kad per
dvide$imt ir penkiasde$imt mety né vienas Zmogaus Tgio nesieke.
pusely¢iy, Ziojéjo juodo mauro proveéros, ilgos ir placios, tykojancios
uZsiziopsojusio zmogaus ar zvéries. Nuo seny seneliy neatminé Zmones,
kad kas gera valia baty Zenges arc¢iau jy. Net paukstis, nety¢ia uzskrides,
réke ir plasnojo $alin, kiek sparnai nesé. Tiktai bimbalas su uodu laikesi
¢ia, ieSkojo multoniniy karkly, susipynusiy su astriagumbe gervuoge, o
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surade grojo linksmajj savo $alamojy. Ir visoje apylinkéje buvo tiktai vienas
Zmogus, zinojes taka per tas provéras, galéjes praeiti pro visus akivarus nuo
vieno daugiavalakés Kairabalés pakrascio ligi kito. Senelis Jokibas buvo
tas ziniuonis. O kai jis miré, Zmonés taré, kad jau niekas nebezino, todél
saugotis reikia Kairabalés dvigubai ir trigubai. Né vienam j galva neatéjo,
kad yra gyvas likes dar vienas toks Ziniuonis: anfikui Juzai parodé senelis
Jokiibas slaptatakj, iSmoké jj ilga Sieksta uzciuopti po liulanc¢iu maurynu
tokius raisto gungulus, kur koja galéjai statyti drasiai, tarytum eitum lauko
taku. NeZinojo $ito net Adomas.

[Dense, overgrown with wild rosemary and wild berry shrubs, the un-
dergrowth of glossy buckthorn, spotted willows and alder trees covering
all the edges and impassable to a man or an animal, it seems to protect its
vast boggy stretch, its endless marshes, hiding its bog pools among the
moss, which never closed up even under the grip of the harshest cold.
Here and there out from the bottomless bog, the rare humps of the hills
swell up, overgrown with straight sappy pines and murky juniper black-
ness. And where there were no hills, no pine, and no junipers, the flat-
lands of white bogbeans and brownish sedge, the same look through the
summer and winter, sprouted with pines and tiny birches, so bleak and
miserable that non of them had reached man’s height in twenty or fifty
years. And among that sedge and weeping pines, the openings of black
underwater mud, long and wide, skulking for a gawking man or beast.
From the old days, people did not remember that anyone in goodwill
would have come closer to them. Even the bird, accidentally flying over,
screamed and fluttered away as far as the wings could carry. Only mos-
quitoes and horseflies survived here, looking for sallow basket willows,
intertwined with prickly lumps of blackberries, and, when they found it,
kept playing in their cheerful swarm. And there was only one person in
the whole vicinity who knew the trail through those openings, who could
pass all the bog holes from one edge to the other through the acres of
Kairabalé. Grandpa Jokiibas was this wise man. And when he died, people
said that nobody knew the way anymore, so you should stay away from
Kairabalé more than before. No one could think that there was one more
wise man alive: grandfather Jokiibas showed his grandson Juza a secret
passage, taught him how to find the clumps of solid ground poking with
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a long pole, where you could put your foot like on a field path, under the
quaking blanket of moss. Even Adomas did not know this. ]

Tlgai stovéjo dabar broliai Siaudiniy kalvos vir§anéje. Zitiréjo. Tyléjo.”

[Brothers stood on the top of the Siaudiniai Hill now for a long time.
Watched. They were silent] (p. 23-24).

Aspects of musicality in The Saga Of Juza. The hero’s constant immer-
sion in the sacred and mysterious world of nature of the bog, which is a
constant escape from the village people, interweaves of the harmonies of
the nature-based and other senses hidden in the text engulf the reader
as a cyclic circle of nature within its melodic, rhythmic language. Such
euphonic shifts of rhythmic content and soundscapes form something like
another layer of a text, which takes the reader into the depths of arche-
typal cosmic rhythmic pulsations (Karbusicky 1997). In this respect, the
principle of form creation in Saga is close to archetypal rondo, where the
refrain (theme) is repeated variably between different episodes (ABA CA-
,DAEA ...A).

Werner Wolf’s concept of intermediality (Wolf 2009) is usually ap-
plied to the analysis of the musicality of a literary work, in which several
relevant aspects can be highlighted. In the broad sense of the concept of
intermediality, the interactions of the arts are to be analysed in terms of
transmediality (narrativity: variability, repetition, archetypalism, prin-
ciples of stylistics, etc.) and intermedial transpositions (that is a transpo-
sition of the text into opera). In terms of transmediality, the musicality
of the novel goes back to archetypal layers; it is the folk-narrator-story
teller’s stylistics, sacred mythical thinking (reticence, synthesis of folk-
loric and Christian worldviews, existential metaphysics of life and death,
agricultural work cycle, the rich sense of nature, manifested in the variant
repetition principle).

In the narrow sense of intermedial art interactions, The Saga would
have a relevant aspect of intermedial reference, which manifests in ex-
plicit referencing (thematisation), i.e. musical images. There are not many
of them in The Saga. They are motifs of a hymn, a bell, a song, accor-
dion, play or fiddle around. Implicit referencing (imitation) is divided into
three types: (a) evocation (the reproduction of the impression of a musical
work), (b) (partial) reproduction (presentation of a song or its quote), (c)
formal imitation (structural musical analogues in literature). These aspects
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are interacting. As the evocation of a musical work, The Saga is close to
the linearity of the mythical narrative, in a sense, it is associated with a
sacred hymn when the cosmogony of the creation of the world is encoded
in the seemingly simple structure of continuous singing. The reproduction
aspect could be matched by the mentioned above quotation of kupiskénai
folk song. Baltusis’s texts contain very little of the song or chanting lexi-
con. In the formal imitation part, the concepts of the musical theme and
the analogues of the musical form are essential. The theme analogue in
the literature is characterised not only by the semantic motif but also its
structure, poetic language and features of phonics. Sometimes the verbal
musicality (phonics) dominates the text, then the poetic language analyses
instrumentation and intonational-syntactic derivatives. When the com-
positional aspects of form development become more important in the
text, then it is about the nature of thematicism, the logic behind the devel-
opment of form, i.e. the internal form (Brizgiené 2007). The rondo-like
character of The Saga form has been mentioned before, but in this text the
vocabulary depicting the sounds of nature, human and animal birds is also
very important.

It is discussed in greater detail by J. Lubiené in her article “The World
of Sounds and its Expression in Juozas Baltu$is’s The Saga Of Juza”. As
she puts it, “reviewing the same length texts by some Lithuanian writers
(J. Aputis, J. Baltusis, M. Katiliskis, V. Krévé, I. Simonaityté, VaiZgantas,
Zemaité), it was found that J. Baltusis used the biggest number and the
most varied lexemes of sounds” (Lubiené 2004). According to her, the
novel contains almost 55 sentences (combinations of words) to describe
various sounds. The most common of these are verbs (200), nouns (15:
aimanos, giedojimas, verksmas [moans, chanting, crying]), onomatopoe-
ic interjections (8: bar bar bar, trakst traks trakst [knock knock knock,
crack crack crack), consequently the article mostly focuses on verbs. 58 of
them (in total they are used 90 times) are used to represent the sounds of
birds: cypséti, girgenti, karkti, kukuoti, ¢irksti, abauti [squeak, honk, caw,
cuckoo, chirp, hoot]. There are 19 lexemes for animal and beast sounds
in 20 sentences (kaukti, mauroti, Zvengti [howl, moo, neigh), 5 types of
beetles emit the sounds of insects (9 lexemes, 20 sentences: Bimbalas su
uodu grojo, vabaléliai diizgia, zvimbia ir bimbia [Horsefly played with
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mosquitoes, beetles drone, buzz and whine). 45 words are used to denote
human sounds (aikdioti, aikteléti, kikenti, zurzti, sikalioti [moan, gasp,
giggle, yell). It is written almost 200 times about them in the novel. The
most common are lexemes describing crying, laughter and shouts (verkti,
kukteléti, raudoti; kvatoti, prunksteléti; rikteléti, saukti [cry, sob, weep,
laugh, snigger, shout, scream). There are also a number of words used
for various other human sounds (over 20: krenkstelti, snarpsti, murméti
[cronk, snort, murmur).

The sounds of natural phenomena and inanimate objects are mentioned
almost 200 times, and almost 100 lexemes are used to name them (Lubiené
2007: 26). Commonly used are traskéti, skambeéti, dundéti, slaméti, Gzti
[crackle, sound, rumble, rustle, hum]. For water sounds 12 lexemes are
used (burbuliuoti, gurgenti, snioksti, bubble, gurgle, roar), and 10 lexemes
represent plant sounds (murmeéti, siausti, slamenti [murmur, rage, swish).
The wind in The Saga groja, stiigauja, tikauja [plays, howls, hoots], snow
girgZda, traska [squeaks, crunches] , thunder musa [strikes]. There are also
a lot of sounds emitted by personalised inanimate objects (murma $alcio
rakinamos samanos, stigauja véjas [frost-locked moss murmur, wind
howls), various tools, devices (bildéti, cikséti [clatter, click]), sounds from
impact, explosion (dundéti, pykséti, [hum, crack, a total of 39 words),
or touching and rubbing (girgZdéti, derskéti [squeak, rattle, in total 17
words). In her article, J. Lubiené also discusses the expression of acoustic
features, i.e. (loudness-silence), intensity (length-shortness), emotional
evaluation of sounds (mergina linksmai nusijuoké, varnos rudeniskai rékia
[girl laughed cheerfully, crows cawed autumnally), etc. (Lubiené 2007:
28). In my article I quoted a tiny part of the words representing sounds
in Baltusis’s novel; however it is evident that they create one more layer
of profound deep rhythm of prose and instrumentation, enchanting and
immersing in the cosmic sacrality of nature and myth.

Generalisation

The life of the talented Lithuanian writer Juozas Baltu$is was marked
by duality during the Soviet occupation like that of many cultural and
political figures and can be divided into three stages. The first stage is
leftist idealism of the youth, collaboration with the Soviet authorities in
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Lithuania, partially marked in part by peasant cunningness and caution.
Stage two encompassed the times when the most popular folk writer in
the country held high positions, enjoying all the privileges of the So-
viet Union, and not afraid to criticise the authorities in numerous liter-
ary evenings, secretly listening to the radio The Voice of America, and
helping anyone who asked for support. The third stage began when, after
the emergence of the Sajidis and the start of the struggle for Lithuanian
independence, ]. Baltusis recklessly delivered a speech on the Russian
programme of the Lithuanian TV, which was transmitted to Russia and
became widely known. The popular writer, beloved and loving of people,
unexpectedly became a traitor to the homeland and received tremendous
public condemnation. Public renounced him as a writer but also his books.

Nowadays, reviewing the Soviet literary heritage, the criterion of tal-
ent of writers’ but not only of mistakes they made through the life, (V.
Martinkus, V. Sventickas, V. Kubilius, J. Sprindyté, etc.), which helped
the Baltusis’s novel The Saga Of Juza to accredit to The Treasure House Of
Lithuanian Literature: The 20th Century.

The Saga Of Juza for its multilayered nature, mythical-folkloric and
Christian worldview and symbolism, Lithuanian ethics, diligence, stylis-
tics of the village storyteller and realistic, filled with poetry stories about
nature and the cycle of agricultural work on the land, abundance and in-
finite variety of soundscapes, constant, repetitive, rondo retreat from the
rural realities of life to the mysterious shelter of the natural world, along
with the extraordinary richness of the lexicon, the melody and rhythm of
the language, creates a sense of existential — mythical poetics.

Lithuanian archetypal vitality has survived because of this extraor-
dinary beauty and richness of language, the subtlety of the world view
of the ordinary people, the noble ethics, the infinitely sensitive nature,
through the fusion of folklore and Christian spiritual culture.

The Saga Of Juza is a monument of rare beauty, a literary masterpiece,
which testifies about the archetypal Lithuanian vitality. This literary mas-
terpiece was left to us by the communist Juozas Baltusis. He bequeathed
this writing as his creative testament of love for Lithuania, its people and
culture.

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Literature in The Political Context of The 1990s: Return of
The Non-occupied

After the 1990s, the creators from the non-occupied areas rejoined
Lithuanian literature: writers, poets, partisan leaders and deportees who
survived Gulag camps and cold Northern death zones. The literature of
non-occupied managed to avoid a powerful ideological interception of
distorted times—disinformation covering the Soviet narrative of a long
post-war history. Disinformation as a powerful weapon of occupants
was and still is very influential to intellectuals of the world and unique
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to literature writers. The article explains this critical collision of history,
politics and literature in Lithuanian literary field. The structure of
disinformation and facts about the altered historical discourse is proven in
the book Disinformation (2017) by Jon Pacepa and Roland Ryshlak. The
Lithuanian literature of the un-occupied is based mostly in memoirs and
diaries of deportation victims like Dalia Grinkevicitté (her book had a few
titles Lithuanians by the Laptev Sea, 1988, and Shadows on the Tundra,
2018). Her and partisan writers’ testimonies, published after 1990, created
a paradigmatic turn in Lithuanian literature, cinema, and visual arts. This
kind of exploration of the freedom of historicism is essential to Baltic Self
in literature.

Key words: literature, occupation, disinformation, non-occupied,
testimony, transcendentality.

In the second half of the 20th-century Lithuanian literature suffered
breakages of its identity: the transformation from the European Selfhood
with the concept of modern Catholicism and the field of idealism into
the Bolshevik victory apocalypse of Russian occupation, shockingly
traumatic and forcing some the most talented writers and poets to become
traitors or collaborators. It should be noted that the extraordinary impact
on literature happened during the intentional era of disinformation: its
refinement and closeness to literary, artistic wisdom cannot be denied.
Though from a present-day perspective, this cultural factor must be
looked at much more closely: the ingenuity of misinformation has
inspired duality like a lurking shadow of the Endarkenment without
dimension of the Self where the nation’s Selfhood has to break free but
is not allowed to. Politics and literature become integrated in a distorted
negative way creating grotesque communistic nationalism (Putinaité
2019). Archetypal characters: partisan, priest, the nurturer of Christian
values, and the protector of the national selfhood are rooted deeply into
the Lithuanian resistance consciousness as a concept of the damage of
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the Soviet occupation which is now called a broken time. However, the
indescribable and immeasurable dimension of the falseness remained.
It was the result of a particular method of constructing history, which
had matured in the Soviet Empire and conjoined with the tendencies of
occupation: disinformation. The power of this method is the long-term
mental dependence on the particular emotional narrative, which paves
the way for literature, cinema, and contemporary media, and especially it
has flourished during the unstable postwar period.

1. Disinformation and disorder of the world

The nature of disinformation is a complicated, sophisticated, sustained,
and multi-faceted campaign of pure lies and deprived mix between dirt
and truth revealing the organic link between Nazism and communism
as Ion Mihai Pacepa, a former intelligence general of Nicola Ceausescu
explains (Pacepa, Rychlak 2018: 85). In practice, no one has delved into
the political anatomy of disinformation and its historic structure and the
dimension of its impact on literature. Consequently, the literature finds
itself in the void of anti-Self, the halfway between the charm of the terror
(Schlégel 2013), degradation and kitsch. Writers happened to end their
lives early and under unclear circumstances. Disinformation is particularly
fond of the long-lasting post-war epochs, with the lingering echo of war
where “everything will be signed off”. The archetypes of the past of the
nations will be forgotten and mingled in the landfill of history, and only
the narrative of victorious winners will remain. Also, it will be the only
focus of the writers-literates, the overturned narrative of freedom. This
blurring of boundaries between lies and truth is also characteristic of the
creation and could metamorphose into purposeful actions of postmodern
nothingness, conceptualising history and the present.

Sakartvelo is relatively resistant to the virus of disinformation as one of
the oldest states in the world with a millennial history of Christian identity,
endowed with the eagle’s insight and profound instinct to overcome
enemy techniques in marginalising situations. Meanwhile, in this case
in Lithuania, disinformation or the era of distorted time shows typical
blurred boundaries between the truth and the lie, spiritual blindness
of personalities of culture, excited by the “glory” and cheers of “being
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great” in entire, possibly Russianised world. This is how the Iiterature of
opposition-silence emerges; its expression finds itself in the “un-occupied
zone”. The current research evidenced the power and impact of the
disinformation era on the creative path of personalities. R. James Woolsey,
chairman of the Foundation for Defense of Democracies, referring to the
book Disinformation, gives an excellent example that it “opens up to us
a reality that many did not suspect to exist and hardly understand how
we had underestimated its influence.” (Pacepa, Rychlak 2018: 13). It is
impossible to estimate the crucial impact of confrontation of Lithuanian
literature with disinformation or the methodology of the overturn of so-
called distorted time, its intense all-encompassing structure, which one
has tried to resist being “utterly alone”, respond with a “soft power” of
calm resistance through ecology (life of nature), music (paradigm of the
world wholeness without borders), and painting (the power of metaphors
and visions). Literature also sought the origins of its identity tradition.
Usually, it got confined to the human factor, the sadness of its decline
without raising questions about historical responsibility, citizenship and
the idea of statehood. This situation lasted until the 1990s.

The power of disinformation ruled not only the creative elite of
Lithuania but Western Europe too. General Pacepa writes about this
historical phenomenon, which is still actual today: “It was no accident
that disinformation was born in Russia. In the 18th century, the French
Marquis de Custine explained: ‘In Russia, everything is deceit, and the
pleasant hospitality of the Tsar... is just another parody... Russian despotism
not only treats ideas and feelings as nullity but also rewrites the facts, it
fights with what is obvious and triumphantly celebrates victory”
Rychlak 2018: 58).

“In post-war Russia, disinformation became a national policy, which

(Pacepa,

played a huge role in over modelling the past and present, <...> everything
that mattered until 1917. Nevertheless, the new Communist commanders
with devotional respect saved the “science of disinformation”, realising
that this historical Russian tool (with Potemkin villages dedicated to
Yekaterina IT on her journey to the newly acquired from the Turks Crimea,
instaled by her lover Generalfeldmarschall Duke Potemkin) ideally fits
their needs. After all, the essence of communism is to change the mindset.
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<...> Even without communism, Russia and disinformation are the perfect
couples” (Pacepa, Rychlak 2018: 58-59).

Disinformation has become a successful tool among revolutionary
left-wing French intellectuals. So the Lithuanian writers, carriers and the
cherishers of the Stalin’s sun, such talents like Petras Cvirka, Saloméja
Neris, Antanas Venclova, Liudas Gira were no exception.

“At the top of the KGB, Jean-Paul Sartre was known to be used as
an agent of influence. <...>The facts about Sartre’s collaboration with the
KGB have already begun to come to light. <...> Here is one confirmation
of Sartre’s links with the KGB. On June 15, 1972, West German police
caught one of Sartre’s beloved pupils, German terrorist Ulrike Meinhof (a
memorable German film about this group of red terror “Baader Meinhof
Complex”, 2008), financially supported by the KGB. Soon after, she sent a
letter to her ideological teacher Sartre, asking for his help. He granted that
request. To comfort his pupil, Sartre arrived at Stamheim Prison in West
Germany by car, driven by a German terrorist, Jens-Joachim Klein, a KGB
agent who assisted in organising the tenth Abu-Nidal-Carlos terrorist
attack in Vienna” (Pacepa, Rychlak 2018: 61-62).

These factsillustrate how KGB influenced the intellectual development
of the world and its method of deformation. Pacepa states:

“The biggest and most irreparable damage to the free world has been
done by the Kremlin’s disinformation operations aimed at rewriting the
past. <...> “The transformation, which converted Stalin from a political
assassin, who murdered 20 million innocent people only in the Soviet
Union alone, into a political god in a third of the world has not only
led to the forty years of the Cold War but has also become the greatest
political scam in world’s history, for which the communism acquired
the international respect, and the murderous communist leaders aroused
fascination.” (Pacepa, Rychlak, 2018: 65).

2. Resistance or to be not afraid of freedom:
“The Lie Cannot Overcome The Truth”
It is inconceivable that the abolition of the distinction between lies
and truth determined the fate of Lithuania, its fighters for freedom, and
its literature. The writer Eugenijus Ignatavicius, who began restoring the
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memories of the fighters for freedom after 1990, states in his book Not
Afraid of Freedom with the words of the partisan Vytautas Kluonis-Pédas:

“Although we did not believe that the West could leave us occupied
by the USSR, we were still wondering how to contribute to the liberation
of Lithuania.<...> I joined the underground organisation “The Falcons of
Freedom” in January or February 1946. After taking the oath, we give
ourselves pseudonyms <...> but after the provocation of A. Neverauskas, V.
Volteraitis, who did not endure torture, gave away other members of the
organisation. <...> In spring 1948, when a verdict of a special meeting was
announced: eight years in prison, I was ordered to sign. But I refused. <...>
No one was worried about being sentenced to eight or ten years because
we didn’t believe it would last so long; the conflict between the USSR and
the West will happen much earlier. We were sure that the USSR would
lose the war. We were convinced that lies cannot win against the truth”
(Ignatavic¢ius 2018: 37).

In Soviet Lithuania, disinformation activities were mostly directed
against the Catholic Church, the main enemy of communism, the
institution radiating eternal spiritual power, which influence transcends
the boundaries of time and space defined by Sovietism. The terror against
the Catholic Church continued until 1990 (Chronicle 1992: 9). This
Lithuanian belief in Selfhood and national identity was tried to be crushed
by a Stalinism bulldozer and poisoned using a well-known instrument
of disinformation-a narcotic, so-called by the KGB, which distorts the
picture of reality and, most importantly, historical events.

It could be named Devil’s Aria in the Vault of Politics comparable with
the case of Sartre in actual Lithuanian discourse of values (Valiuaitis 2013).
This was a crucial situation for Lithuanian literature, the tragedy, which
woke up the self-awareness but in silence at first, which has changed after
the political turn of the 1990s.

3. The vigils of truth. The opening.

In 1990, two collections of poetry appeared written by the unknown
local Lithuanian poet Vytautas Dubrindis: Vigils, (1990), and well known
American-Lithuanian poet Bernardas BrazdZzionis: I Call the Nation!
(1991).
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These and other books are like the warriors being silenced for a long
time, like David rising against the almighty Goliath-the established Russian
influence over the world continually creating a system of disinformation
on the discourse of war, e.g. about the Katyn massacre. Here, the Baltic
archetypes and their transcendental breakthrough attempt to overcome a
powerful block of disinformation. It is far more convenient for literature
to exist in its field describing the lives and existential problems of rural
people than to fight the block disinformation for Statehood, but it
somehow finds its window of freedom and truth.

“AS$ zinau, yra Tiesa pasauly
Ir keliauja ji vienui viena.
Pro melus, pro kersta, pro apgaule

Eina ji, tik vieng Zodj neSdama. Viena Zodj — Meile — ne§dama

I know there is Truth in the world

And it travels alone.

Through lies, through revenge, through deceit

She goes, carrying only one word. Carrying one word-Love”.
(BrazdZionis, 1991: 120)

The vigil of Lithuania in the world of Endarkenment is also named
by a poet who secretly wrote non-Soviet verses during the hegemonic
Soviet period in 1950-70. It was a linguist scientist professor Dr Vytautas
Ambrazas using the nickname Vytautas Dubrindis. Here is an extract
¥ighe poem “An inscription in the Market Square” from the collection

, which reflects the facts about the desecration of partisan bodies by
the NKVD by dropping them in the Market Square:

“Mes gulim ant gruobleéty akmeny
Uzkloti gedinc¢io dangaus skalinu,
Ir i8lupti i§ Zalvario $arvy

Kaip sunkds vaisiai noksta misy kanai.

Né vienas nezadéjom nugalét,

Kai Zemé atsivérus mums po kojy dege.
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Tai buvo nejmanomal Kieno dabar eile

Ismeigt i juoda sosta savo $paga?

We lie on the rough stones

Covered with a slate of mourning sky,
And stripped out of the brass armour
Like heavy fruits, our bodies mellow.

No one promised to win,

When the gapping earth burned under our feet.

It was impossible! Whose turn is now

To thrust rapier into a black throne?”
(Dubrindis, 1990: 33)

These works like the silent gestures of Lithuanian Selfhood, reveal a
wholeness of identity: the transcendental depth and height of pain, the
unprecedented encounter with the irresistible cordon of instaled violent
cruelty and lies. They are able to create other space of Lithuanian identity
dedicated to the non-occupied.

4. Dalia Grinkevidiiité: returning the unreturned

The most significant change in literature was determined by the long-
time experience of deportation expressed in words imprinted in memory,
streaming from a memoir book “Shadows on the Tundra” by Dalia
Grinkeviciaté (1927-1987). She was the exile from childhood, later doctor
and writer, who posthumous was included in the treasury of the 20th-
century Lithuanian literature in 1990. Professor of literature Viktorija
Daujotyté observes the fundamental tectonic fractures in the discourse
of Lithuanian literary creation, which irreversibly changed the creative
self-concept of literature:

“Dalia Grinkevi¢iaté’s texts about the first deportations of 1941,
people’s experiences and destinies, which appeared in the context of
political and social changes in 1988, changed some moments of literature
and the way of thinking about literature. Liberating itself from the grip
of obligatory ideology, Lithuanian literature was already moving towards
non-committal modernist freedoms, when it was suddenly forced to
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turn toward the human destiny pushed into unfavourable historical
circumstances, austere spiritual choices, and relentless documentary
testimonies” (Daujotyte 2015: 6).

Here the essential divide of Lithuanian literature emerges out of an
attempt to soften and humanise the Soviet ideology and the postmodern
games jumping over the “void” of the creepy documentary thrillers or
fantasy of horror films of finished history. The belief that truth would
prevail, the anticipation for American help, and the raging apocalypse of
death falling on the Baltic countries—such was the cost of the political
betrayal of the world, but it strengthened the wish to carry on. Here, Dalia
Grinkevicitté also recreates Sartre’s existentialism with another European
dimension, imposed on the Baltic countries, pushed “into the marginal
situations, to human ordeals not only through violence and suffering but
also with the absurdity, into the ways to sacrifice and the necessity to
survive.” (Daujotyté 2015: 7). Here the writer takes on a special truth-
breaking mission. “In her exile texts, she persevered in writing to enable
them ever to participate in the cases of truth and justice” (Daujotyté
2015:12). Its purpose was to seek “a particular monumental memory.
Not to forget people, mention the names and surnames, document them”
(ibid.). Here it becomes apparent how the mission of literature is changing
and at the same time, its space is expanding. In contrast to postmodern
forceful eviction, unmeaningness, belittling the truth, what creates the
depression of the emptiness of individualism and marginalises the outcast
as insignificant, documentation of the meaning of events creates for them
a universal space, the sound, vision, and archetypal witnessing the arising
from oblivion. This is the image of the total fortress of death, which stands
out in the documentary projection of Grinkevi¢iaté’s text.

“They went to those boxcars, not being guilty of anything, not knowing
that they were being sentenced to their deaths; that at this moment they
would be saying good-bye and hugging their children, wives, and parents
for the last time.

They were deceived.

During that horrible week, tens of thousands were deported from
Lithuania alone.

What the true scope of those deportations was meant to be is not
known even today — it was unexpectedly stopped by the war. On June

22, 1941, when the war started, the NKVD organs were forced to stop the
mass arrests and the deportation of innocent people to Siberia. <...>

Suddenly-silence. Then blast from the radio. War! War! <...> There is a
joy on the trains from the three Baltic capitals. Can we be turning around?
Going home? But why would we? The front is already behind us. <...> Our
journey goes on. And on and on. Day five, day ten. <...>

The trip north took about three months. At first, they transported us
in boxcars, in which there was no room to sit down; it was impossible to
shift the position of one’s body. Then they brought us up the Angara river
in barges; later through the uninhabited forest from the Angara to Lena
by truck; then again by barge from the Lena river straight north. Further
and further north. We were now 800 kilometres beyond the polar circle.
<...> The mouth of the Lena River. The Laptev sea.

We finally stop. In front of us on an uninhabited island. There is
nothing. No footsteps, no houses, no yurts, no trees, no bushes or grass—
just the icebound tundra eternally frozen and covered with a thin layer
of moss and some Arctic expedition’s wooden board with an inscription
indicating that their island is called Trofimovsk.

We were left on an uninhabited island without shelter, without warm
clothing, without food, completely unprepared to spend the winter in the
Arctic.

The barracks became a huge grave of ice; the ceiling was covered with
ice, the walls and floor as well. Often while people were lying on the
planks, their hair would freeze to the wall.

Almost at the same time, they brought several hundred Finns from the
Leningrad area to the island. They were exiled because of their national
heritage, although their parents and forefathers had inhabited those areas
since time immemorial. Death started to pick them off first.

In November the polar nights began. People started to freeze to death,
die of starvation, scurvy and other diseases. At that point, it was still
possible to save everyone. At the mouth of the Lena river, on the shores of
the Laptev sea 100 kilometres away on the islands of Tumato, Bobrovsko
and Sasilacko lived Evenks who survived by fishing and hunting polar
foxes. They could help, and they wanted to help. They had provisions
of fish and enough dog sledges to bring us to their heated yurts. But our
supervisors would not allow it and in this way condemned us to death.
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A group of about fifteen young Finns and Lithuanians tried to get out
of Trofimovsk and go on foot over the glaciers to the Evenks, but along
the way, every single last one of them died. They got lost in a blizzard and
froze to death. Out of the fifteen I remember only one man’s last name —
Zobiela.

In Bobrovsk, there were several hundred tons of frozen fish. It would
have been enough to save all of the Lithuanian and Finnish exiles in
Trofimovsk from dying of starvation. But the supervisor wouldn'’t give it
to the people; they felt it was better to let it rot. In the summer of 1943,
they dumped it into the Laptev sea.

When parents died, their children were taken into a separate orphans’
barrack in the same ice grave. The conditions were just as horrible, and the
death rate even higher. The starving children would scrape snow off the
icy windows with their little hands and eat it. One after the other children
died. The corpse collectors often found sacks containing the children’s
small corpse-skeletons placed outside on the snow in front of the barracks.
No one knew how many were in a sack because the sacks were placed into
the collective pile without untying them.

Two Finnish boys, twelve and thirteen years old, hanged themselves in
this orphans’ barrack. Thirteen-year-old Juzé Lukminaité from Kédainiai,
who was put in the barrack after deaths of her parents and two older
brothers, witnessed the suicide. Little Juzé constantly cried, remembering
her parents and especially her sixteen-year-old brother’s death. Dying of
starvation, her brother kept waiting for his promised portion of bread. He
died waiting with his hand stretched out. They put the bread into his hand
when he was already dead.

In the winter of 1942-1943, the death rate on the island was higher
than in Leningrad under siege, during the blockade. Every second exile
died, having been exiled without having committed any crime or having
had the right to a trial.<...>

The dead still live in my heart. Many years have passed but I still see
them, condemned and feeble, young and old, children and young people.
<...> It is my duty to tell about them. <...> They wanted to live too, and one
cannot forget them amongst millions of other brutally tortured victims.
All the more because their executioners went unpunished. Not a single
hair on their heads was touched” (Grinkeviciate 2018:3, 5, 25, 78).

The grim documentary of Grinkevi¢iité¢’s memoirs, penetrating
with ironic insight, led into the literature the apocalyptic sense of exile
like meeting the eternity. It could not be denied nor overshadowed by
the Soviet literary discourse on the “super grandeur” of the man who
conquered the world. Here, Soviet literature narratives suffered an icy
puncture into the heart from this previously unknown to their experience
truth. Discourse has changed. The return process continued. Then even
stronger intersection happened in literature and film genre regarding the
partisan war. The collision between Self and Hybrid Anti-Self has become
the central theme and criticism of recent works of Lithuanian creators
(director Saulius Balandis, films The Price of Freedom. Partisans, The
Price of Freedom. Dissidents, The Price of Freedom. Sgjiidis, 2018, director
Audrius Juzénas Excursionist, 2013 and Vilnius Ghetto, 2006, Purple Fog,
2018 directed by R. Banionis, research books by Dr N. Putinaité). “The
silence of Gulags was broken... I am convinced that the testimony of Dalia
Solzhenycin, Varlam Shalamov” (Venclova 2018: 203).

It should be noted that the theme of deportations has become the
most developed and consolidating post-Soviet societies, on the other
hand, has become significant on a global scale with the involvement of
American Lithuanians, indirectly affected by this terrible experience.
Inspired by Grinkevi¢iaté’s memoirs and her grandmother’s destiny,
American-Lithuanian writer Rita Sepetys composed the novel “Between
Shades of Gray” (2011, the original in English, which later was translated
into Lithuanian). Thanks to the relevance of the topic in terms of
understanding history, the book “Between Shades of Gray” became a
worldwide novelty, and the recounted story of the author’s grandmother’s
exile inspired her attention to this dimension of history, which was under
the longlasting blockade inflicted by the 20th-centuries disinformation. In
2018, US cinematographers created the film “Ashes in the Snow” (directed
by the American-Lithuanian Marius Markevi¢ius) based on this book.
However, it is especially important that Grinkeviciité’s book opened up
the identity of Baltic resistance transcendentalism, which was on watch
both in the “vigils” of Soviet-era and in music in minimalism “prayers for
the homeland” as in silent defence of Baltic “Mannerheim line” for the
freedom of their states.

The return of Archetypes and Selfhood is therefore slow and
complicated. It can be argued that the intellectual backbone of literature
has been and is still “broken” by the powerful wave of disinformation,
which has swept the world, and to which almost every progressive
thinker slowly surrenders. However, the nurturers of the Lithuanian
literary Selfhood are well aware of its misleading essence, which uses
humanitarian motives and a direction, and is impossible to resist. In fact,
the only real source for the Selfthood remains the science of history, the
documentary revealing the horrible secrets of communist crimes (Katyn,
Rainiai), which, nevertheless, now and again become the inspiration and
support for contemporary, based on documents literature and films.

Such “ghost” of the 20th century became Marxism according to
French philosopher ]J. Derrida (Lechte 2001: 143) and the eternal charm of
terrorism (Pacepa, Rychlak 2018: 201). Meanwhile, Moscow nourished the
world with images of the greatness of the Soviet Union, which fascinated
many Western intellectuals. German historian Karl Schlogel writes:

“In Moscow, the (fourth) branch of government-the media is a
machine for synthesis and homogenisation. <...> At every step, you were
assured that the Soviet Union was a “state of nations“ (references to the
decades of a culture of different republics) but not an old-fashioned
empire or a nationalistic state. <...> Its vast space became visible, the land
of magnificent imagery. <...> By the way, the Gulag, the labour camps,
which prisoners had built, and so many large objects in Stalin’s epoch
(literaly “on the bones of the dead”) left no trace on the public maps
of those territories. Large areas of officially uninhabited land were in
fact filled with prisoners. However, these areas were the “secret areas”,
uncharted on any map, invisible.

On the outskirts of Moscow, there was the Butovo firing range, the
central arena of terror. In 1937-1938, about 21,000 people perished there
for 15 months. <...> However, even in the early 1990s (and after 1990),
neither the Butovo nor Kommunarka shooting grounds was mentioned”
(Schlogel 2013: 525).

However, the 1990s brought back this notion of post-war illegality in
Lithuania and its reorientation into a concept of a paradigmatic line.
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5. The present and the Baltic narrative of exile: the legacy of the

1990s.

The opening up of spaces of statehood translated the literature
function into a significant political one. Dr Gintaré Bernotiené points out
that literature without historical perspective lost its cultural values based
on national self-awareness (Bernotiené 2017: 52). Now only the factual
writing exited the liberated and intellectually hungry society.

Due to documentary and literary influence, “in the post-occupation
period, Grinkevi¢itité’s testimony became very important restoring
national self-perception, in which the concept of statehood took the
central position” (Gutauskas/ Bernotiené 2016: 31, 32).

The painter, poet, writer and a son of a Gulag prisoner who returned
from Vorkuta camps, Leonard Gutauskas (*1938) has a special connection
with this space. His texts develop Grinkeviciaté’s factual prose (Grin-
kevic¢iité 2018) into the transcendental landscapes of poetry, creating
the Baltic-Lithuanian niches of Selfhood in the Cathedral of Eternity.
Here, nationality acquires the inherent Baltic sacrality-the connection
with the Supreme space, transcending the boundaries of temporality and
existential fragility into different Baltic providential existentialism... It
is marked by the death’s breath of ice and snow, the howl of the wind,
and the immeasurable dimension of already painless destruction, and
the lamentation psalm of the dying children of the nation outside of all
boundaries of civilisation beyond the iron wall in the second half of the
20th century. Proximity to religious and philosophical contexts becomes
the essence of this discourse of literature depths, but it is also the height of
the artistic mentality, to which the Baltic Selfhood emerges after touching
the darkness (analogy to the C. G. Jung Self and Shadow).

Gutauskas transposes Grinkevi¢iiité’s text into the present tran-
scendental-interdisciplinary (political-geographical with unnamed legal
responsibility) mental field. The literary transformation of icy images
restores and liberates a long-blocked wholeness:

“Vie$patie, jeigu norétum, —
ju upes paverstum j krauja;
jeigu norétum, — uzleistum skérius

ir rup@izes ant kruvina staltiese
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padengto jy puotos stalo;
jeigu norétum,

jeigu nebtitum toks gailestingas.

Ar jums teko matyti lavonus ant ledo,
vir§ jy juodaplunksniy pauks¢iy pulkus?
ar sapnavote plaukus mergaités,
lyg voratinkliai véjuos pakibusius
ant spygliuoty viely?
piktzodziautojy dusly kriokima
ar jums teko girdeéti?”
(Gutauskas, 2016: 25)

“Lord, if Thou didst desire —

Thou couldst turn their rivers to blood,

if Thou didst wish, Thou wouldst set locusts
and toads on their bloody tablecloth —
covered banquet table,

if Thou so desired,

if Thou wert not so merciful.

Have you ever seen corpses on ice,
black-feathered flocks of birds above them?
have you dreamt the hair of a girl,
like a spider web in the wind,
caught on a barbed-wire fence?
the blasphemers’ dull roar
have you ever heard?”
(Gutauskas, 2016: 49, translated by Eglé Juodvalke).

Gutauskas’s visions are the embodiment of the Baltic Selfhood, the
high-altitude phase of the archetype of archetypes in Lithuanian literature.
Here, this text emerging from the literary canon of Dalia Grinkevic¢iGité’s
memoirs, which has become a high threshold for floating disinformation of
the Soviet history, goes even further up the path of prayer, oaths, mergers
with the “other space”, the Jungian dimension, into a new model of the
transcendental landscape centred on the transformations and contexts of
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the Baltic Selfhood. Thus Grinkevi¢iité’s testimonies, as well as partisan
poetry, evolve into the representation of intellectual, contemporary
Lithuanian literature. They are given the meaning by moving the text
to a “different space” or to a level of transcendence as if looking at the
world from a bird’s eye view and through the prism of Christianity.
Poetry acquires the style of psalm recitation, sacred symbolism, gestures of
influence, which connect it with the eternal spirit of Lithuanian history,
its apocalyptic fractures and openings. Although such traits already
indicated the fate of Lithuania in the poetry of emigrants in the creative
work of the fifth-sixth-seventh decades but in the occupied state their hour
came after the bell of freedom rang in the 1990s... With the legalisation
of partisan and exile diaries, documentaries (Ignatavi¢ius 2018), cutting
off a powerful disinformation machine, the eruption of testimonies of
historical truth and “trials” of the self-consciousness, the Baltic Selfthood
absorbed the Northern dimension as an exile experience and a spiritual
alternative to self-defense-the quiet internal Mannerheim line, which
the non-occupied Lithuanians always possessed. Here, we see the world
of ice-the infinite Northern transcendence absorbed by contemporary
literature, the psalm lamenting the Christian sacrifice and suffering, God’s
mercy, and the need for truth and the right to humanism stretching in the
silence of Bloodlands (Snyder 2010). Leonardas Gutauskas contributes to
the topic in Giesmiy Giesmé (Song of Songs) as well:

“Pabusk, medZiu, mano siela,

pabuskite skambiis Zolynai ir pievy varpeliai,
ir stygos nendryny, pabusk ir paragink mane,
kad pazadinc¢iau miegancia ausra.

Zinojau, jog biisiu istirta,

kaip tiria sidabra, basiu

varoma per ugnj, kaip plaukas

busiu laikoma vir$ liepsnos

laukiant, kada i$nyksiu, bet a§

tik giliau j save susigtziau,

pasislépiau savyje — nesurandama,

nepasiekiama, laisvesné uz laisve.

I would be held over flames,

while they waited for me to vanish, but I

only cowered deeper within myself,

In snowfields I offered to God not constellations,
but bread crumbs, because I knew
that angeles would gather and pour them
into an icy coffer of the moon, lock it,
and discard the key, so the evil one’s
bayonet-horned gang would not find it.”

The Lithuanian sense of Selfhood not blocked by the discourse of
the Soviet narrative and its legitimate fields (village, social exclusion,
Marxist proletariat inclusions, satire on Christian and patriotic values, the
emphasised dominance of the Russian world, the human face of the Soviets
inspired by winners’ heroism, etc.) purifies in amalgamation with ice,
death and the echoes of the inaccessible symbols of Christianity, meanings
that nourish Lithuanian literature with the Mannerheim Line from their
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sources of springs. In the work of the artist and poet L. Gutauskas, it
awakens literature to eternity through the “incomprehensible” sense of
exile fatalism:

“Tamsoj po ledu, po Zeme

gulédama visa Zinojau: mir$ta i$mindiai,
prazava kvailiai ir karaliai;

man tundros pelynas brangesnis

uz purpuro Roze ParyZiaus baznycioj;
ne turtais svajoju rytoj issipirkti,—

tik mirtis nustatys i$pirkos dydj.

Mirtis neistars: man reikia aukos,
nes ji niekada negers oziy kraujo,
ji minta paplodiais i§ dulkiy

ir troskulj savo malsina a$ary vynu.

Nuplauki mane,
ir a$ basiu baltesneé uz sniega.”
(Gutauskas 2016:28-29).

“Lying in the dark under ice, under earth,

I knew everything: wise men die,

fools and kings perish;

the wormwood of the tundra is dearer to me

than the Purple Rose of the Parisian Church;

not with riches do I dream of buying myself out tomorrow,
only death will decide the size of my ransom.

Death will not pronounce: I need sacrifice,
for it will never drink goat’s blood.
It subsists on wafers of dust

and slakes its thirst with the wine of tears.

Wash me,
and I shall be whiter than snow.”
(Gutauskas 2016: 52-53, translated by Eglé Juodvalke).
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The motifs of Christianity here undergo an apocalyptic transformation,
shifted by ice-death to another dimension, and locked in codes of
Lithuanian-Baltic identity. They are those new cyphers of transcendence
(Karl Jaspers), creative phenomena, generalised for the Baltic historical
experience to purify the Northern landscapes-stars, snow, ice, blood, sky,
teardrop wine, way of the Cross, throne, and the crown. Text acquires the
musical totality of these visions and the depths of the eternal frost looking
at the present in a different way, marked by the nation and sacredness,
but the ghastly face of death accompanied by disinformation appears in
crucial way here:

“Piktyjy kalba nei pelai sklaidomi véjo,

kaip molio indai sud@izta jy $irdys,

nuo zaibo smigiy trupa jy Ziaunos,

lyg akliai jie rankomis $iaurés viesulus gaudo,

saldziartigstis jy melas

ir gerklés — kaip Sachty atviros Ziotys.”
(Gutauskas 2016: 12)

“Voices of evil are chaff scattered by wind,

hearts, like clay pots, shatter, lightning strikes pulverize gills,

blind, they clutch at northern blizzards with hands;

sweet and sour their lies

from the throats, like open jaws of mines.”

(Gutauskas 2016: 36, translated by Eglé Juodvalke)

The poetry of the transcendental transformation, a psalm of religious
nature from the depths of polar circles, can only be explained as a fruit of
an infinite fight with the inhumane, anti-cultural era of Soviet cruelty and
absurdity, the rage of barbarism. The mythical resistance of nature and
spirit against evil is the result of the unification of the European Christian
and Baltic Selthood, which can only overcome the grip of totalitarianism at
the particular time of total stagnation. This catastrophe—collision between
Soviet ideology and national archetype is described as a transcendental
landscape of Mannerheim line of the present cultural consciousness.
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Conclusions

It can be stated that after 1990s Lithuanian literature experienced a
breakthrough in Selfhood truthfulness, saw its archetypes, the repelled,
and hidden in the darkness warriors for righteousness in history, who
stood up like trees for the restoration of statehood (which was not typical
of prominent Soviet writers). Although it is only three decades later
the unimaginable extent of this mental blockade of history and artistic
creation becomes clear, identified as disinformation, which could and is
able to change the destinies of nations and states, philosophical discourses,
and literary canons. So only the creators who have experienced the
greatest apocalyptic shocks of life are able to create the signs, which
could appropriately name this apocalypse-the transcendental cyphers of
the Bloodlands. Literature (as well as cinematography, art, music, etc.) is
closely linked to experience the documentary: diaries, testimonies, photo
images, with an accurate data bank and rational penetration of its layout,
and research.

Therefore, the books printed after in the 1990s in Lithuania, which
were ideologically banned during the Soviet times, are considered to be a
turning point of infinite importance in Lithuanian literature:

Dalia Grinkeviditté Lietuviai prie Laptevy jiros (Lithuanians by the
Laptev Sea) (1987, 2015),

Partisan diaries, letters, poetry: Susaudytos dainos (The Shot Songs)
(1990),

Adolfas Ramanauskas-Vanagas Daugel krito siny (Many Sons Fell
Down) (1991, 1999),

Juozas Luk$a-Daumantas Laiskai mylimosioms (Letters to My Loved
Ones), (Chicago 1993, Kaunas 1994),

Bernardas BrazdZionis Saukiu a$ tauta! (I Call the Nation!) (1991).

Lithuanian literature has especially deeply absorbed the dimension
of exile-the North, the death of ice and cold, and has given it a sacred
transcendence.

The central theme of the newly opened space has become the exile of
the nation.

As a result, the defensive of survival or the axis of the Selfhood-the
Northern Horizontal, the Mannerheim line has matured, a concept, which
turned from a military to a literary, geopolitical, even musical (Arvo Part),
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and philosophical metaphor: horizontal means no end of the history...
These features of artistic discourse are still very vivid, and the world
understands them only in terms of deportation and exile. For now, the
documentary evidence and facts-based truth after a long history of hybrid
war of disinformation in Soviet times, have the highest value in literature
and the discourse of world politics. It becomes a highly problematic task
to resist disinformation, and it must be based on research, the norms
applied to history, criminology, archaeology, justice for war crimes and
international jurisdiction such as the regulations of the International Court
of Human Rights in Strasbourg, what newly accepted Lithuanian partisans
as victims of the Soviet genocide (ECHR, 2019). However, the other space
of poetry and music, their prophetic transcendental landscape, absorbing
these experiences, becomes the voice of the Baltic Selthood in a world of
awakening archetypes, inspiring Enlightenment and transcendental soul
of the new history.

Internally Displaced Person’s Paradigm in the Context of

Recently, the study of literary processes of the 90ies of the 20" century
has become more actual. (I. Ratiani, M. Kvatchantradze, B. Tsipuria, M.
Miresashvili, N. Gaprindashvili, A. Nemsadze, N. Kutsia, M. Turtava, G.
Khorbaladze ...). The researchers agree that the events developed in Geor-
gia have changed the routine of literary process, which led to the develop-
ment of not only thematic but also genre characteristics. It is noteworthy

that despite the affluence of materials and the sensitivity of research top-
ics, this issue has also become the subject of the Georgian literary criti-
cism.At this stage it is interesting to determine how the radical epochal
changes have impacted the Georgian cultural process, how the image of
IDP’s (Refugee) was depicted in the Georgian literature and what is the
literary representation of these issues.

Based on the studied materials (Z. Metreveli, G. Sosiashvili Sh. Dar-
buashvili, V. Chkhikvadze, M. Chitishvili, M. Khetaguri, L. Chigladze)
it is becoming clear that the events having taken place in Georgia gave
grounds to the establishment of the IDP (refugee) paradigm in the fiction
texts and it is also evident that the 90ies crisis (The Georgian-Ossetian
conflict, the Georgian-Abkhazian conflict, the civil war) was almost fully
reflected in the Georgian fiction texts.

The Political Processes of 1990s in an Artistic Context:
Olga Taxidou’s Play ,Medea — A World Apart* and its
Interpretation in the Tumanishvili Film Actors’ Studio

While discussing the relationship between literary discourse and polit-
ical processes the study of the receptions of the classical heritage provides
with a fruitful material. One of the most significant examples of such re-
flection is Olga Taxidou’s play “Medea” (adaptation of Euripides’ tragedy)
written in 1990s.

The writer puts forward the complexities connected with the age-old
East x West opposition, though gives to this theme the modern connota-
tion. The interrelation of an empire and the “third world” and the condi-
tion of women as the most fragile part of the imperialistic strategy be-
comes the main discourse of the play.

The conclusions of the article suggest useful insights concerning : a)
Taxidou’s reception of Medea in the context of the modern interpretations
of the Medea theme; b) Taxidou’s method (using the myth) in reflecting
on the geopolitical and cultural problems of the day and presenting them
in a broader context of time and space.

Georgian literature of the 1980s was filled with new topics. If until
that time, the main subject of the literary text had been limited to issues
recognized by the Soviet ideology as mandatory, then since the 1980s,
the subject has been replaced and historical-patriotic and religious issues,
markers of the national identity have become urgent.

The independence of Georgia, officially announced on April 9, 1991,
was preceded by both global and local events. Acquiring independence,
collapse of the Soviet system and existence of an independent country was
a political, economic, social and cultural process.

In Georgia, in the XX century, a fundamental school of Russian studies
and the study of Georgian-Russian literary relations was established.
Russian literature has become an integral part of Georgian culture, there
was a close connection between the intellectual elite of the two countries.

After the collapse of the USSR and in the 1990s, this atmosphere was
dispelled, the attitudes were overestimated, there was an undoubted
orientation of Georgia to other values, including cultural ones.

The new generation was isolated from Russian culture. Political
processes have different passions, sometimes cruelty. The world has
ceased to be literary-centric, the vector of mental perception has changed
irrevocably.

Nevertheless, interest in Russian literature remains, Russian-Georgian
literary relations are developing, but in a different format. And in this
situation it is very important to develop a new methodology for the study
of Russian literature at all levels — from school to University.

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Political events of 90s of the 20 century can be seen most apparently
in such rapidly changing sociocultural areas as national identity and lit-
erature. In the situation of “movement”, beyond the Georgian borders,
the writers who have left Georgia, created the literature that, regarding
contemporary accents, could be mentioned as Georgian intercultural-mi-
gration literature. We discuss paradigm of 90s and transformations of the
national identities on the basis of the following pieces of work: Zurab Gu-
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Bifurcated Integrity as a Genre Form of the Text
(the novel by Eugene Vodolazkin “Brisbane”)

The events of 1991 that have split the consciousness of the witnesses
of that time continued it in the form of two separate directions. We may
still see it, although each of these directions has already acquired the next,
new generation. However, the unity remains inviolable, which is proved
by the texts of the most sensitive writers. In this respect, it is advisable
to consider the novel by Eugene Vodolazkin as the best pattern. This
lyrical-epical text might be regarded through a “metallurgic” metaphor
as a standard of a “high quality alloy of metals”. There are no extra words
in the novel: its rhythm and semantics are unambiguous and supplement
each other. The disintegration of unity leads to death. In this aspect,
particular emphasis is laid on the poetics of a place — a topos of reality (the
vital space of events) is presented in the description of great cities like
Kyiv, Moscow, Leningrad, Paris, Munich, New York.

Political events of the 1990s remain relevant to this day. They are re-
flected in the short-stories by Georgian writer Zviad Kvaratskhelia and in
the novel ,,The Shore of the Night“ by Abkhazian writer Daur Nachkebia.

Zviad Kvaratskhelia’s stories represent an artistic interpretation of his-
torical chronicles with real pictures: the capital of Georgia divided into
two camps, animosity between citizens provoked by the ,elder brother of
the same faith®.

The issue of the Abkhazian war in Daur Nachkebia’s novel spill from
the mouth of a lyrical hero the bearer of national consciousness and
worldview.

It is clearly seen that the literature, despite the extreme situation, still
manages to cover the events objectively and at the same time, the readers
have an opportunity to see future coordination.

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The Texts of the “Epoch of Changes”

The fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989, the cast down of the East Euro-
pean totalitarian systems, the breakdown of the Soviet Union — this is just
the basis that determined the postmodernist eschatology. In the eighties
and nineties of the twentieth century the historical-political discussion
and critical narrative became very actual, or it can be said, even popular.
Consequently, it is clear that literary processes would not be indifferent to
these painful changes.

In the end of the twentieth century Georgian literary processes, not-
withstanding some kind of literary crisis, still stand out for their tradi-
tional, lasting through many centuries steady experience.

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Political Events of the 80s-90s of the XX Century in Georgia and
the Youth Literary Journalism

The process of De-Stalinization that started in the USSR in the second
half of the 1950s smashed the myth of invincibility and innocence of the
Soviet Communist Party — the leading force of the Soviet State. The po-
litical situation had an impact on the literary activities. The bloody event
of April 9% of 1989 sped up the collapse of the Communist Regime in
Georgia and the country restored the lost independence. In the period of
the collapse of the Soviet power and the change of the government (1989-
1990) the youth literary journalism easily managed to be liberated from
the Communist heritage.

Key words: Journalism, youth, collapse, regime, independence.
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Political processes in the former Soviet Georgia was in close connec-
tion with the processes going on in the Soviet Union that started after the
World War II and ended with the collapse of the Soviet Empire at the 90s
of the past century results of which is still having the long —term global
influence. The problem touched in the article is not studied yet, it is com-
plex and hence we decided to mark out general tendencies.

The political situation in the country had an impact on the literary
activities— on the literary journalism as well, that is generally called upon
to discuss current affairs of the social- political life. Hence the events of
the 80s-90s of the XX century in Georgia must be analyzed in the context
of the political changes that began in the USSR after the death of Stalin
and was called the process of De-Stalinization. It smashed the myth of
invincibility and innocence of the Soviet Communist Party— the leading
force of the Soviet state. The process was accompanied with the relaxed
policy towards political prisoners, intelligentsia.” De-Stalinization and the
“Thaw” were a liberating force only in Russia and the Slavonic repub-
lics of the USSR “ (Rayfield 2000: 279). Unfortunately political “Thaw”
reached the Georgia twenty years later after the alteration of the Georgian
communist leadership.

The history of the Georgian media goes back to 1819, when the first
Georgian political-literary newspaper “Sakartvelos Gazeti “ (later called
“Kartuli Gazeti”) was published. Being under the strict Imperial censor-
ship of the Governor of the Caucasus the general A. lermolov the pub-
lishers managed to receive the permission of publication .The newspaper
played an important role in education of the Georgian society and in for-
mation of the progressive thinking. It ceased existence in 1821 because of
the financial problems of the publishers. Later by the great effort of the
Georgian poet, playwright and journalist Giorgi Eristavi (1813-1864) was
published the first journal “Tsiskari” (“Dawn”). After two years existence
it was closed and the publication was renewed in 1857 and continued exis-
tence up to 1875. The journal published the works of Georgian and foreign
authors. There took place disputes between the old and young generations
of the Georgian intelligentsia on the European view of the development of
Georgia that prepared the basis of the XIX century’s National —Liberation
movement leaders of which woke up the public spirit, national dignity
and widespread social political ideas against the colonial governance of
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Russia. Soon leading Georgian intellectuals of that time founded the Soci-
ety for Spreading of Literacy among Georgians (1879) that played an im-
portant role in education of the nation, in particular, of young generation.
Iakob Gogebasshvili, Georgian educator, children’s writer and journalist
compiled children’s primer” Mother Language® (“Deda Ena”) published in
1878 that prepared the basis for publishing a literary journal for children
and adolescents and in 1883-1885 was published monthly journal “No-
bati” (“Present”). With the great effort of the Georgian writer, translator,
publicist and public figure Anastasia Tumanishvili— Tsereteli (1849-1932)
in 1890 was published the journal “Jejili” (“Green Corn”) for children and
adolescents. It offered young readers diverse themes: stories, tales, poems,
fables, travelling, biography,topics on science and art, games, mathemati-
cal tasks, riddles, proverbs, songs, sheet music. Unfortunately “Jejili” was
closed by Bolshevik Regime in 1923. In 1904— 1920 was edited another
journal “Nakaduli “ (“Stream”) in two volumes : one for minor age children
and another for adolescents. Despite closing above mentioned journals by
the Soviet Regime and founding the new ones “Octombreli “, later called
“Dila”, and “Pioneri” being under government control their editors and
staff continued old generation’s journalistic tradition that was revealed
by their civic position during the political changes — the collapse of the
Soviet System at the beginning of the 90s of the past century. It must be
noted that the result of the “Soviet Thaw “ and liberalization of the minds
was the edition of the innovative monthly youth journal named after the
first progressive Georgian journal of the XIX century “Tsiskari”. As we
marked above, at that time had already existed journals for children-“Dila”
(“Morning”) and for adolescent “Pioneri” (“Pioneer”) brought out after the
Soviet Occupation, being under the subordination of Party, in particular
of the Communist Youth Union (“Komsomol”) of Georgia. The founders
of “Tsiskari” where the Union of the Georgian Writers (being a part of the
Union of the Writers of the Soviet Union) and the Georgian Komsomol.
As a rule in the editorial board of the journal was presented the Secretary
of the Central Committee of Georgian Komsomol leading ideology. As we
see the process of De-Stalization had nothing in common with the change
of the political system, actually it was the result of the struggle between
the political groups inside the Party .Though on the example of Georgia
it gave live to a new ideological unit — literary and socio-political journal
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“Tsiskari” “more innovative monthly“ (Rayfield 2000: 280) and progres-
sive at that political situation. Later, the Party’s old obsolete nomenclature
was replaced by the young one that in the 80s of the past century prepared
the Georgian society for the process of “Perestroika” and later passed the
power to the National Independent Movement.

Georgia that lost its independence in 1921 and became a part of the
Soviet Union had no sovereign institutions, no integrated national market,
no national army and police force, no national educational system. The
first eruption of the national awakening after the War II took place at the
beginning of March 1956 when crowds of students and ordinary people
started protesting pulling down Stalin’s statue in the centre of Tbilisi per-
ceiving that it was the act of the Russian chauvinism and not so much the
dethronement of a tyrant. On 9 March the KGB unit opened fire and many
demonstrators were killed. Second national awakening was connected to
the new Soviet Constitution. In April 14 1978, students, professors and
ordinary people besieged the Government House protesting the draft of
the Constitution in which was removed the clause 75 that made Geor-
gian the Republic’s official language, implying that minorities in Georgia
should use Russian, not Georgian, doctorate theses would need to be in
Russian. The army and KGB forces were prepared to repeat the atrocities
of March 1956. E. Shevardnadze, the head of the Georgian Communist
Party telephoned Moscow insisting on reinstating clause 75, guarantee-
ing Georgian as the official language. The Kremlin gave up. This event
gave an impulse to anti-Soviet, National Independence Movement in the
80’s of the past century. The protests of the pro— independent movement
reached their peak on April 4, 1989 organized by Independence Commit-
tee (Z. Gamsakhurdia, M. Kostava, G.Chanturia, I. Tsereteli and others)
demanding from the native government punishment of the Abkhazian
political leaders of Aidgylara (Abkhazian political movement) claim-
ing for secession from Georgia. At the same time South Ossetian human
rights’ organization Ademon Nykhas insisted on full autonomy or union
with North Ossetia in the Russian Federation. The Kremlin used national
minorities to oppose the pro-independence movement of Georgians. The
government lost control over the situation in the capital and USSR leader-
ship send Soviet detachment armed with military batons, spades, CN and
CS gas to restore order in Georgia. Armed forces advanced on demonstra-
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tors, 19 people were killed 16 of them women, 427 injured— Gorbachev’s
“Perestroika” was steeped in blood, USSR remained a police state. “ Brutal
repressions of Georgian demonstrators destroyed the Communist party’s
credentials and strengthened calls for independence” (Jones 2013:28). In-
tense negotiations between the opposition party leaders (the leaders were
under thirties except Zviad Gamsakhurdia who was 51 and the most ex-
perienced political figure) led to the new Supreme Soviet elections in Oc-
tober 1990 that brought to power Zviad Gamsakhurdia and the Round
Table — Free Georgian Block.

Z. Gamsakhurdia was a son of the famous Georgian writer K. Gam-
sakhurdia, a teacher of philology of Tbilisi State University, translator of
Shakespeare and Oscar Wilde, well - known Human Rights activist, editor
and co-editor of the Samizdat journals where he underlined the threat of
Russificaition, discussed the problems of demographic decline in Georgia,
of corruption in the Georgian church and the condition of the Georgian
communities abroad. He came to power (1990-1992) in the extreme time
when the Imperial State was dying, Georgia was ethnically and politi-
cally fragmented, newly emerged political opposition had not learned the
rules of peaceful political competition. The country was still in ruble zone.
The sudden disappearance of the centrally funded budget from Moscow
caused economic collapse, no foreign aid , no domestic or foreign experts
to instruct the government how to proceed. Charisma was Gamsakhur-
dia’s only source of power. He renamed streets and squares, restored all
the state attributes of the Georgian Democratic Republic (1918-1921) and
declared independence of the country. He was patriot but had authoritar-
ian habits as a product of the Soviet system. His ambitious radicalism led
to the political crisis and disorder. In the fall of 1991 political crisis led to
barricades on Rustaveli Prospect, government forces and opposition were
firing at each other, parliament temporarily suspended, president Gam-
sakhurdia with his supporters holed up in the basement of Government
House. Political parties being enemies of each other realized the dramatic
situation of the country and united around a call for the resignation of the
President. Newly formed Military Council took power in its hands and let
Gamsakhurdia to leave the country in January 6 1992. The situation was
critical and uncontrollable, for this reason Military Council decided to
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invite E. Shevardnadze, experienced political figure (former Party leader
in Georgia in 1972-1985 and former Minister of Foreign Affairs of USSR
in 1985-1991) to guide the country with his leadership. By that time ,his
voice was respected internationally truly on a global scale” (Brzezinski
1999: 2).

After Shevardnadze’s return the Military Council dissolved itself and
Georgian State Council was formed. It was a civilian organization, high-
est representative organ consisting mostly of Thbilisi intellectual elite.
Shevardnadze was elected as a chairman. For the legal recognition of the
government it was necessary a new parliamentary elections. Overthrown
president’s supporters were hostile and dangerous, their armed groups
caused destabilization in Tbilisi and in the regions. Hence the second im-
portant step made was publishing a Manifest of Reconciliation in August
1992, political prisoners were amnestied.

Shevardnadze restored former nomenklatura and moderate intellectu-
als , he tried to rely on young pro-European modernizers, some of them
being educated abroad. Until the mid 1990s economic stability and legal
recognition did not exist. In August 1992 the war was provoked in Abkha-
zia that lasted 13 months, with atrocities and 250 000 Georgian refugees.
But between 1992— 1995 some positive results were achieved: the new
parliament and the president were elected, a new constitution was ad-
opted that strengthened presidential powers under chaotic domestic and
foreign conditions. Georgia received aid from Europe and USA , strategic
projects of reconstruction of the Port Poti and of Baku— Thbilisi Ceyhan oil
line started. The government thought on the revival of the Ancient Silk
Road with Georgia as a major transit country for goods and energy from
China to Europe.” The cultures, cities and peoples who lived along the silk
roads developed and advanced , as they traded and exchanged ideas, they
learnt and borrowed from each other, stimulating further advances in
philosophy, the sciences, language and religion” (Frankopan 2019: XVII).
Hence Georgia had a chance to return its historical position in the global
world. The country made diplomatic moves toward Turkey. But Georgia
still lived in poverty, there was no mechanism for collecting taxes, corrup-
tion and crime was high, two car bomb explosions against Shevardnadze ,
bureaucratic obstacles to business and modern public services, democracy
did not work well, parliament was dominated by “Presidential Party”, loy-
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al and passive. By the end of the 90s started the political conflict between
young radicals supported by NGO’s and President and his supporters that
ended with bloodless “Rose Revolution “ in the fall of 2003.

he 80s and 90s of the past century was a hard time for literary periodi-
cals, too. In the 80s being still under the Communist censorship they felt
responsibility for the country’ s future, not losing the national spirit. The
literary world was encouraged by the election of non-communist patriot
poet Mukhran Machavariani as a head of the Georgian Writers’ Union,
who accelerated separation of the Union off the Soviet Writers Union. His
appearance on the side of Gamsakhurdia in the parliamentary electoral
list inspired the voters . Machavariani’s like-minded fellow writers oc-
cupied editorial boards of the youth journal “Tsikari“, adolescents’ journal
“Pioneri” and children’s journal “Dila”. He worked as an editor-in-chief
of “Pioneri” in 1963-1964 and of “Dila” in 1967-1982. In the last one was
published widely known poem of the poet Ioram Kemertelidze “Dialogue
with Six-Year Old Son” (“Dila “1979: Ne8) causing a row in the Central
committee of the Georgian Communist Party and the Georgian Komso-
mol. The father answering the questions of the son explains the laws of
life of the two worlds : of the wild world and of the fenced round special
land with its lordly life implying ruling Party elite.

At the beginning of the 80 thematically the journal “Tsiskari” was
divided into the following sections:1. Poetry; 2. Prose; 3 .Literary Criti-
cism; 4. Reader’s Point of View; 5. Satire and humor criticizing negative
sides of the life. The poetry and the prose was often presented by the
sentiments on the Georgian past, history. In the 80s the journal supported
Gorbachev’s “Perestroika” and at the same time started publication of the
sharp topics on the Government’s policy of teaching the Georgian lan-
guage at schools, problems of Russification (“Tsiskari” 1988: Ne2). The
Journal published the work of Archil Jorjadze (1872-1913 Georgian politi-
cal leader and civic activist, philosopher ) on the life of Dimitri Kipiani
(1814-1887) patriot statesman, publicist and writer, a leader of Georgia’s
liberal nobility murdered by Russian Imperial authorities (“T'siskari” 1988:
Ne 4-8). The article of the scientist and publicist Levan Bregadze “You Ru-
ined Yourself and Ruined Me Too” based on the historical facts from the
life of Georgians warned the readers not to be jealous and envious at each
other in the struggle for independence (“Tsiskari” 1988: Ne8). Poet Ioram
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Kemertelidze in his poem “Silence” tried to explain that keeping silence
was equal to obedience (“Tsiskari” 1988: N 8). At the end of the 80s and at
the beginning of the 90s new rubrics were introduced: 1. National Point
of view; 2.White Pages of History. 3.Foreign view.The Journal started dia-
logues with the national parties’ leaders Z. Gamsakhurdia and G. Chan-
turia about their point of view on the future of Georgia (“Tsiskari” 1990:
Ne 2; 1990: Ne4) The reader for the first time got acquainted with the life
and works of Grigol Robakidze, the writer forbidden by the Soviet regime
(“Tsiskari” 1989: Ne3,7; 1990, Nel), with the anti-Stalinist poet Gabriel Ja-
bushanuri (1914-1968) (“Tsiskari” 1990: Ne). Poet Vakhtang kharcihlava
published the poem “Swordless Army”dedicated to the 9" April’s victims
(1990: Ne 4). In 1991 American investor and Philantropist George Soros
gave an interview to the journal on : “Soviet System : Towards the Open
Society” (“Tsiskari” 1991: Ne 8-9). Later, in 1994 his Foundation was estab-
lished in Georgia. The Journal for the first time made contacts with the
foreign colleagues, with the American periodical “Saint Andrew’s Liter-
ary Journal from the North Caroline (“Tsiskari” 1991: Ne 8). It must be
noted that From March 1990 the journal was free of political burden ,of
Party control, subordinated only to the Georgian Writers’ Union. It start-
ed publishing the history of the anti-Soviet guerilla movement “Shepit-
suleby” (“Oath Fealty”) and of their leader Kakutsa Cholokashviliby by
Alexandre Sulkhanishvili (“Tsiskari’1990: Ne5-12). Editorial letter “Les-
sons of Independence” was the first open and sincere talk on the history
of the first Democratic Republic of Georgia (1918-1921) (“Tsiskari” 1990:
Nel). There must be noted the role of the editor-in-chief, anti-Soviet poet
Ioram Kemertelidze, holding this post in 1990-1991. The periodical start-
ed publishing the famous work of Lev Trotski “Stalin” (“Tsiskari” 1991:
Ne1-12). The periodical without being biased , not taking any sides did
not touch the topic of the political crisis of the 1991-1992. From our point
of view the position of the Journal was right, it started learning the first
law of democratic journalism —impartiality. Famous writer and transla-
tor Bachana Bregvadze translated the work of Spanish philosopher and
essayist Jose Ortega and Gasset “Dehumanization of the Art” (“Tsiskari”
1992: N26) The journal in September 1992 introduced the Georgian Pa-
triarch’s Ilya II blessing of the souls killed from the both side in Abkha-
zian War and a critical article “Betrayal” of Nodar Kharshiladze on the
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events of the War (“Tsiskari”: N°9,12). In 1993-94 economical situation
of the country touched the Journal , it was not published regularly. In
1993 started publication of the memoires of Svetlana Alilueva (1926-2011)
Stalin’s only daughter”Twenty Letters to a Friend “ (“Tsiskari” 1993: Ne6-
8; 1994: Nel). The periodical for the first time opened the pages to the
neighbouring Turkish Literature, to the poetess of Georgian origin Inji
Asena (1993, Ne3). Well known political expert Giorgi (Gia) Nodia started
analitical talks on the political events of the 80s and 90s in the USSR and
in Georgia “Subordinate Consensus and Democratic Society,” “Peculiari-
ties of the National Movements on the Background of the Collapse of the
Soviet System” (1993: Nel; 1995: Ne5-6). These articles were starting les-
sons on democracy which we are learning up to day. For the first time
the Journal opened pages of the political life of Tbilisi State University,
told the story of Ivane Javakhishvili and his Programme of Independence
by Gogi Tsitsishvili in the article “Vanished Pages of the History” (1995:
Ne1-2). Abkhazian and Ossetian problems were under open discussion in
the articles : “Abkhazian Ping-Pong” by David Sartania (1999: Ne 4 ) and
“The Mine Put in the Foundations of Georgia “by Mamuka Tsotniash-
vili” (1998: Ne5). By 1999 the founders of the Journal became The Union
of the Georgian Writers and the editorial board of “Tsiskari”. Since then
there were many changes in the country that influenced on the cultural-
economical processes. On the stage of media new players appeared being
financially independent and strong. Today “Tsiskari” stays still dependent
on the state budget that is scanty, hence does not attract authors, its size is
reduced and periodicity of publication is broken. Despite this it played an
important role in the political processes of the country in the second half
of the past century giving the readers objective information and the Eu-
ropean orientation. The same fate shared the adolescents’ and children’s
journals.

Children’s magazine “Dila” (“Morning”) was founded in 1928 and
called “Octombreli” ( member of young children’s association called af-
ter October Revolution). It was renamed in 1947. The publication of the
magazine ceased during the World War II. In different periods many
famous writers collaborated with it. It was under the subordination of
the Georgian Komsomol and Pioneer organization and accordingly their
representative was a member of the editorial board, the definite themes
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were demanded to be touched: Lenin, Party, Komsomol, Pioneers. Despite
this the journal’s literary life was on a high level based on the exemplary
tradition of the Georgian youth journalism of the XIX century. From the
second half of the 80s and in the 90s dominating topic was the history of
Georgia and historical personalities playing important role in saving the
kingdom, the language and faith: king Parnavaz, king Bagrat IV, David
the builder, Queen Tamar, Saint Nino, martyr Queen Ketevan, national
heroes of Georgia. In May 1989 on the cover of the magazine instead of
the flag of the Soviet Georgia the flag of the First Democratic Republic
of Georgia was depicted. After regaining the independence in 1991 the
magazine became free from the Party and Komsomol influence. It is still
alive but financially again supported by the government — the Ministry of
Education, Science, Culture and Sport and by LEPL “House of Writers”.
Adolescents’ magazine “ Pioneri “was founded in 1926, ceased during the
World War IL.In the end of the 80s and at the start of the 90s on its pages
started frank talks of the older generation on the future of the Pioneers’
organization led by academicians Vakhtang Beridze and Roin Metreveli
(1989: Ne9; 1990: Ne2). In their opinion Komsomol repeated the mistakes
of the Party and it ought to be abolished, too. It must be noted that Roin
Metreveli in the 60s of the past century was a leader of Georgian Komso-
mol. Thus it was his sincere confession. In 1990 in March it was renamed
and called “Nakaduli” (“Stream”) thematically followed the way of Iakob
Gogebashvili Georgian educator, children’s writer founder of scientific
pedagogy in Georgia. It was out of the political influence reviving the at-
tributes of the first Democratic Republic of Georgia. The journal started
the articles on the Georgian language, the Georgian alphabet , historical
monuments, famous Georgian historical personalities, on forbidden rock
music. From the second half of the 90s of the past century the government
stopped the financial support of the journal . It existed up to the 2014 by
the private miserable financial support .The national spirit and European
vision of life being the fundament of the first Georgian youth literary jour-
nalism of the XIX century encouraged and helped the generation of the
journalists of the Communist System of the XXth century to keep a right
political orientation during the change of the Soviet Regime.

Hence the youth literary journalism with dignity took on the burden
of responsibility in the historical process of transition of the government
and leading the country to the European family.
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Non-literal Conflict
(T. Tabidze VS. O. Mandelstam)

The paper is marked by the attempt to re-read and thoroughly analyze
Osip Mandelstam’s assay ,,Two words about Georgian Art®.

Mandelstam visited Georgia three (1920,1921, 1930) times and dedi-
cated to it several essays, five of which were published in communist
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press. All of them comprise sudden attack and biased criticism against
political and cultural orientation of Democratic Republic of Georgia (1918-
1921), which did not go without an aggressive response of T.Tabidze. Re-
searchers (the Georgians among them), although, had always kept way
from the detailed analyze of Mandelstam’s dubious passages and prefer to
maintain, at least, political correctness.

As the research has shown, both — the common pathos and some spe-
cific toposes of an essay are saturated with the great-power chauvinism,
anti-European and pro-soviet spirit.
